Famous cosmeticians insist that when
you have mastered the art of applying
liquid rouge, you never will be happy
wearing any other kind.

It's quite a lot harcer to put on than
either cream or dry rouge but once you
get it on, it stays a long, long time and
looks very natural. )

Applying it with a small piece of
cotton which has first been soaked in
either cold water or a cold skin tonic
and then put a few drops of liquid
rouge on the pad. Begin in toward
your nose and rub the pad along your
cheekbone out toward your ear. Then
20 back to the starting point and make
one streak downward. In other words,
make a triangle. Then begin to fill in
the triangle by working the pad around
and around until there are no rouge
edges and no uneven splotches. Powder
when you have finished.
