The year l«x>7 was the banner year for immigrants , as in that year 

1,285.340, foreign people sought o u r shores . T h e num1>cr dropped 4 0 pe r 

cent, dur ing the next two years , but rose to 1.041.570 in the year l u t o , 

when there was again a marked decrease which has not l>cen checked, as 

the records show that but 83H.172 immigran t s a r r ived in the year ending 

J u n e . 1012. T h e causes leading to this falling off a re hard to state, as 

tile count ry has been pros|)erous of late. Dur ing the past year ^33,202 

|H.*rsons depar ted from th i - country , and this const i tutes a considerable 

offset to the number coming in. 

l'*orty nat ions are represented a m o n g the immigrants , most o l them 

coming from Italy (near ly o n e - f o u r t h ) . H u n g a r y . Norway and Sweden . 

i 'olaml, ( i e rmany . Kussia and < ireat Bri ta in . It is surpr i s ing to find that 

over fieOQ black Africans came o v e r ; and in view of the Kalkan war 

now go ing on it is in teres t ing to note tha t there were more than 10,000 

of those (H'oples a m o n g the nat ion 's new citizens. Immigra t ion from 

Japan , which fell off 80 per cent, in 100K. is now on the increase, over 

fiooo of the-e hav ing arr ived.

It is of moment to ascertain the destination of this great tide of immi­

grat ion. Kei»orts -how that the most of them went to States in the fol­

lowing o r d e r : New York 1 one-fourth >, Pennsylvania, Massachuset ts , 

Illinois. New Jersey. Ohio , Michigan. California and Texas , with a less 

number going to every other Sta te . South Carolina receiving the smallest 

number . 2J},, and the Philippine Islands only i.V 

Doubtless, most of these people come to this country with the full 

intention of lieeoming citizens. Some of them, it is t rue , a re undesirable, 

and b r ing with them customs and tastes that interfere with the steady 

p rogres - of mir form of civil ization: but for the most par t those who 

come to us are needed to carry on the work of the nation, and add a very 

importanl clement to our citizenship. 

If lhe_\ an 1 to become a valuable asset, however , their present tendency 

to crowd into the slums of our great cities must be checked, ami they 

must IK- taught the basic principles of this ( iovernnienl . Th is is a task 

for both the Federal t iovernnient and of associations of citizens, ac t ing 

under the impulse "f the im>-t modern ideal- of social service.

T H E BRYN MAYVR FIGURES 
\<u very long ago a statistical study of the mar i ta l slate of g rad ­

ua te - of Uryn Mawr C a t t a i l was made puhlic. The press of the 

country leaped upon it with the vigor of hungry dugs and proceeded 

to show—chiefly by headline s t a tement—tha t t he h igher educat ion of 

women results in a disinclination to bear and rear chi ldren. This is an 

old cry echoed through the years of s truggle t oward educational free­

dom. It has not, however , de te r red t he progress of women ' s educat ion. 

And the great majori ty of reasonable beings a r e ready to admit today 

tha t , even though educat ion reduced the fecundity of the race, we 

should still have to encourage, or, a s t he case may be, to le ra te h igher 

educat ion for women. Nevertheless, the figures in quest ion do not 

justify the headlines and reportorial comment . Hut this belief might 

have been reached by analogous reasoning in regard to newspaper t rea t ­

ment of o ther subjects re la t ing to women. 

W e are not at the moment concerned with the cause of small fami­

lies. W e a re concerned with silly newspaper d is tor t ion of fact. Stil l , 

we might properly inquire, in connection with the figures from Kryu 

Mawr . if the French figures given lielow are an a rgumen t in favor of 

poverty. If so, we may look for t he format ion of a society o r sect, 

ga thered from newspaper scribes chiefly, the purjwse of which shall be 

the s tarvat ion and itl-treatment of wives in o rde r to increase the 

b i r th - ra te . 

The French figures are from the W a r l iudgel of Ctcmcntel for H ) l l .
