The lubricating material for machine-

ry, invented by Mr. Devlin, of Read- |

ing, Pat, and patented by him in this
country, has recently been patented in
Englandy where he wason a visit Jast
year. It is patented in the name of a
merchant in Manchester, ‘and the com-
position has been published in foreign
journals. It consists of four lbs. of india
rubber dissolved in turpentine, 10 lbs. of

soda, 1 lb. of glue, 10 gallons of oil and
10 galionsof water. The alkali is dis-

solved in the water, then the oil is ad-
ded, all stirred well, and when fully in-
corporated together, the dissolved india
rubber is added and well stirred; after

this the whole may be stored away in|

bottles or dishes for use. The prineipal
ingredient in this is the india rubber,
which enables the mixture to wear a long
time, and affords a fine anti-friction ma-
terial. There was an anti -friction grease
manufactured in this city last vear, from
resin oil coagulated fine dry burned lime.

Put two gpoonfuls of whole black pep-
per, and the same quantity, allspice, cloves
and cinnamon in a bag, of scald them in
two quarts of vinegar, pour the vinegar
over the cabbage and cover it tight. Use
in two days after.

TOMATOES.

As you gather them, throw them iunto
cold vinega. @ When you have enough
take them out, and scald some spics, tied
in & bag, in good vinegar and pour it

 hot over them.

PEACHES.

l Take ripe bul-hard peaches, wipe off

the down, stick a few cloves into them,
and lay them in cold vinegar. In three
months they will be sufficiently pickled,
and also retain much of their natural fla-
vor.

PEPPER.

Take green peppers, take the seeds
out carefully so as not to mangle them,
soak them nine days in salt and water,
changing it every day, and keep them
in a warm place. Stufl them with chop-
ped cabbage, seasoned with cloves, cin-
mon, and mace, put them in cold spiced
vinegar.

SwarL Berer.—For making three gal-
lons of beer, take 1 quart of molasses,
20 drops oil of spruce, 15 drops oil of
winter green, 10 drops oil of sassafras;
