And again
on November 11, 1035, the Explor-
er Il found a simlilar temperature,
1The alr 18 80 thin In the strato-
sphere that a man would suffocate
and die there unless artificially sup-
plied with oxygen,

The stratosphere Is one of the
enarth’'s newest frontiers, a region
of cold alr 20 miles or more thick,
surrounding -our globe as the skin
surrounds an  orange, It hangs
above the earth at a height rang-
ing from ten miles at the equator
to seven miles In the latitude of the
United States, while over the poles
it may hang lower still.

Its bottom Is the level at which |
the alr above the earth stops grow-
ing colder, Every one knows that
the alr grows colder as one climhs
higher on a mountain or In an alr-
plane, and sclentists formerly be-
lleved the coldness steadily In-
creased with latitude, But about
47 years ago It was found that the
temperature ceased to drop at a
helght of seven to ten miles. and
remained about the same as far up
