Definite plans have been made
for the opening of the new Mont-
gomery County Dental Clinic on
Wednesday, January 15. The clinic
will be for children of pre-chool age
and school children of the kinder-
garten, first, second and third
grades, and will be limited to those
whose parents cannot afford serv-
ices from private dentists.

The clinic is being sponsored by
the Montgomery County Lay Coun-
cil, of which Mrs. J. Angus Watson.
of Silver Spring, is chairman., and
the final plans were made at the
monthly meeting of the Council. It
will be operated under the direction
of Dr. R. C. Leonard, chief of the
Division of Oral Hygiene, Maryland
State Department of Health, and
will be held in the room adjacent to
the Red Cross room in the Rock-
| ville High School. For the time be-
ing, it will be operated only one day

a week. When additional funds are |

available, it will be held more fre-
quently.

Children will be brought to the
clinic from all parts of the county
with the help of school buses. As
only ten or fifteen children can be
treated on each clinic day, one bus
will bring all the children. The
number of children treated during
the first year will be about ten per
cent of those enrolled in the eligi-

Approximate opening day prices
lor black pelts ranged around $1.10
each, with browns selling for about
80 cents,

The counties of Maryland’'s East-
ern Shore are among the largest
producers of muskrat pelts in the
country. Buyers come from New
York and other large cities, with
many of the black pelts going to
London,
