' tallor, Mother Nature, abhors ele-
!nhnnt dudes, If you examine the
 epidermis minutely you will find
it finely reticuled or stippled, giv-
ing it a distinctive character pe-
‘cunllar to the elephant,

. The only really well-groomed or
'well-tallored elephants are some
'stuffed specimens In natural his-
tory museums, which possess skins
as smooth as rubber balls, The
original skin has been covered by a
cont of black enamel paint which
fills up and hides every wrinkle In
the skin,

Such taxidermy was changed by
Charles Akeley, who knew hLis ele-
phants and mounted them as nature
had made them, He Iinvented a
method of tanning the skins and re-
ducing them to the thinness of a
kid glove. After the tanned sKin
was placed over the papler-mache
'manikin Akeley skilifully modeled
'the skin from the top or outside
| by Injecting fluld papler-mache un-
derneath the skin, In this way the
| fine reticnlations were retained.
Not a drop of paint touched the
' skin of his elephants,

His Teeth Are Peculiar,

The elephant has a peculiar tooth
arrangement., The teeth do not ft
into permanent sockets or cavities
in the jawbone, as teeth do In other
anlmals. Instead, they pass through
' the jaws from behind forward,

The grinding teeth are often
enormous Iin slze, the crown belng
12 Inches long In the older teeth
'and often quite as deep. These huge
' molar teeth are thrust upward and
forward exactly In proportion to
the wear on thelr crowns; so that
when the tooth is worn down and
useless it Is pushed to the tip of
| the mouth and falls out as a mere
fragment, one-thirtieth or less of
the bulk of the original tooth, Six
of these molars, or cheek teeth,
pass thus through each Jaw on
each side of the mouth. Thus the
elephant In his lifetime uses 24
teeth,

The only other group of mammals
in which the teeth panss thus
through the Jaws are the manatees,
And, oddly enough, In the Fayum
| bedg of Egypt have been found re-
'mains of mammals Intermediate be-
|tween elephants and manatees,
'These fossil manatee-like animals
imply a common ancestry for the
two groups, which are today widely
!dlwrmr in anatomy and habits,
| The manatees are almost as thor-
'oughly aquatic as whales and live
In the water, where they spend
'most of their time submerged, feed-
hn;: on grasses and other vegeta-
itlun growing on the bottoms of
Illll{i‘.'ﬂ and large rivers, As the man-
int{'n rises nbove the surface of the
'water to breathe, its grounded head
!gh'es it n very human appearance.

t Fables About Elepants.

Much of the elephant lore that 1s
'widely accepted Is equally fabu-
‘loug., ‘There are storles told of
‘how they never forget an Injury
‘and hopv they always get thelr man
'and trample him to death., The
¢lephant has a ‘wonderful memory,
but the beast does not often resent
'a wrong., If elephants habiltually
resented every wrong and revenged
every beating, there would be a
very high mortality among elephant
tralpers and attendants, They, try
to bully and test the “nerve” of
each new tralner and attendant.

If the tralner or keeper fears
the anlmal and does not at once
subdue It with force, then that par-
ticular elephant will continue to in-
timidate him and he may eventually
be killed. If, however, he subdues

It then lives 30 or 35 years In cap-
tivity.

Graveyard Never Found.

The story of elephant graveyards |
circulated In the African wilder- |
ness, where Ivory hunters still en- |
tertain hopes of a find of graveyard
ivory some day. The tradition runs |
that when they feel death coming
upon them, elephants leave the
herd and trek to an elephant grave-
yard, a remote spot In the wilder-
ness where all the elephants of
the. distriet go to die.. There the
ground Is supposed to be thickly
gtrewn with the huge bones of ele- |
phants, many having died 100 years
nge or more, The tusks which form
a part of the skeletal remains of |
the beasts In such a graveyard |
would be worth many thousands |
of dollars, as Ivory does not decay !
or lose quality with age, Munyi
hunters have sought for these |
graveyards, but none have been
rewarded by the discovery of such
treasures,

The Indian, or Asiatie, elephant |
differs physically In many particu-
lars from the African elephant. In
reality they belong to different
genera, the African belng an old-
fashioned elephant, with fewer
enamel plates In its molar teeth,
and with a rounded skull llke that
of the anclent mastodons. The In-
dian elephant Is a much more mod-
ern type, with more complicated or
complex teeth—the last word In ele-
phants,

Ranges of the Elephants.

The Aslatic elephant ranges |
through the forested part of India |
and Is today more numerous in |
Burma or eastern India and In the |
island of Ceylon than elsewlmrﬂ.!
From Burma It ranges eastward |
through the Malay peninsula to |
Slam and also farther east to Co-
chin-China, Southward It extends '
to the Island of Sumatra,

The African specles originally, |
before white men slew It, rnnuml|
over every foot of tropical Africa |
from sea level to the tops of tall |
forested mountains, or to the up- |
per limits of forests on the snow- |
capped mountains, such as Kiliman- |
jaro, Kenya, and Ruwenzorl, On |
these equatorial peaks timber line |
occurs at an altitude of approxi- |
mately 10,000 feet,

On the sands of the Sahara the
animal Is not found, but It occurs
in the bush-covered deserts and,
grasslands on Its 'southern border, |
and from that latitude southward
to the Cape of Good Hope. On the
east coast or border lands of the
Indian ocean the elephant extends
through Ethilopla and eastward
through the deserts of Somallland, |
Half at least of this vast area s
still Inhabited by elephants,

“If we
can discover just the factors con-
trolling those rays, whether In the
sun itself or In the stratosphere or
In the clouds, we could benefit man-
kind a thousand ways,

“A thorough knowledge of the
sun's radiation might make pos-
sible control over the vital vitamins
in foods, the proper growth of all
plants, curative and preventive
treatments In medicine, the de-
terioration of materials in bulldings
and bridges and the coatings of
those structures, visibility in flying,
and long-range weather forecasting.
The benefits are seemingly without
number."

Instrument Sensitive,

Doctor Miller's Instrument, which
many sclentists believe will provide
the key to the secrets of the rays,
consists of a hollow sphere which
s set In a highly-evacuated quartz
bulb,

tory below, As the temperature
viiries with changes of the Intensity
of the solar varlation, a thermo
couple measures and transmits the
values to the laboratory.

Floors painted in these flat colors
of subdued tints are recommended
when boards are spotted or have
knots In them, or are in any way
not suited to remalning as they
are. The maximum of softness Is
attalned when plain
terned) carpets have scatter rugs
on them,

When floors are of hard or soft
wood, whether remaining In pres-
ent finishes or painted, there should
be carpet lining under carpets or
rug linings under rugs according
to which coverings are used. Felt
base coverings form, In themselves,
sufficient background linings.

Linings do the decuble duty of
prolonging the life of carpets and
rugs, and providing that needed
element of softness to the tread.
When scatter rugs are on floors
these require to be flat at corners
and so secured that they will not
glip. There are all sorts of gad-
gets made to prevent rugs slip-
ping, but of this I shall speak
another time,

There Is an element of luxury in-
gtilled into homes where the click
of heels on floors I8 not heard, nor
the tramp of foot on bare foors
and on stalrs, for these, too, are be-
ing covered, at least where the
tread comes. he quietness of the
home Is promoted. Ir these days
when there I8 such confusion of
sounds that socleties are formed
for the prevention of unnecessary
noise In cities, it Is not surprising
that the vogue for eliminating the
sound of footsteps Indoors I8 be-
ginniag to be featured. Footsteps
are the traflic of dwellings. The
nolise of them can be quelled. One
element of peace I8 promoted In a
home when footfalls are: like vel-
vet treads, so soft and nolseless

that they can scarcely be detected.
