AVENUES OF DEATH

Modern motor traffic has become so heavy and
motorist responsibility is often taken so lightly that
conditions may scarcely be deemed safe for the most
caut ous pedestrian. So numerous are the fatalities
. nd accidents occurring on certain streets and high-
ways in this section of the country, that they are fre.
(uen.ly referred to as “bloody avenues of death.”

L'he chief cause of this condition is probably due
to the fact that permits to operate motor vehicles are
too easily obtained, resulting in a very large number
of drivers on our highways who lack sufficient intelli-
gence to read, interpret and comply with traffic laws
with good judgment. Our legislative bodies, police
and motor vehicle departments and automobile clubs
should take up the cudgels with renewed vigor in
their co-operation in hehalf of safety of the public on
the highways and press forward until there is an im-
provement and a reduction of this ruthless destruc-
tion of life.

In this connection, it is noted that Governor Nice
1S Insistent for a revision of the automobile laws of
Maryland to meet this situation. When recently call-
ing a meeting of his advisory council with leading au-
tomobile safety advisers to device means of cutting
down the highway death rate in Maryland, he said:

“The ending of 1936 must show a reduction in
deaths and accidents indicative of an earnest desire
on the part of officials of Maryland to safeguard hu-
man life.

“The saving of one life is sufficient to recom-
pense all for the efforts we may put forth in this mat-
ter.”

The Governor expressed the opinion that “prob-
ably the most important matter” other than relief.
“1s the serious, terrible and altogether unprecedent-
ed toll of human life, personal injuries and property
damage.”

er to the Monocacy Aqueduct. just
west of Dickerson, thence along the
Monocacy River to the Monocacy
Battlefield, and thence along the
present Route 240,
