WASHINGTON.—There will be a
lot of oratory about the iniquities of
the Canadian reciprocal trade agree-
ment on the floors of the house and
senate In the next few months, but
A good deal of the steam has been
removed from the punches expected
from the Washington and Oregon
lumber Interests.

Lumber had to be In that treaty.
Canada was more wrought up about
the Imposition of that special duty
on lumber—added when the copper,
oll and coal Interests were getting
their specific protections -~ than
about anything else. Her point ap-
pealed particularly to Secretary of
State Cordell Hull because she
could easily demonstrate that she
had been buying two dollars' worth
of American goods for every one
dollar of Canadian goods bought In
the United States., And Mr. Hull
doesn’'t like tariffs anvhow,

But once lumber was put In the
Canadian treaty, the Pacific North-
west hit the ceiling, and stayed
there for some time—hit the ceil-
ing so hard that trusty scouts re-
ported to Postmaster General James
A. Farley that if the election were
held today both Washington and
Oregon would go Republican—or
rather, would go anti-Roosevelt.

There were plenty of conferences
here on that news. No one not
familiar with the electoral tables,
which Insiders have been juggling
here for the last few months, would
realize how big that news was—how
bad to the New Dealers—how grand
to Republicans.

For with New England concededly
out the window—as confirmed by
every poll—it 1s Iimperative for
President Roosevelt to make a pret-
ty clean sweep In the West, Wash-
Ington has elght electoral votes,
Uregon five, but those thirteen be-
come mighty important if the whole
Northeast I8 leaning Republican.
Woodrow Wilson earried Washing-
ton, but lost Oregon, but he car-
ried Ohio, and that big bloe of elec-
toral votes is far {from safe for
Roosevelt, from all present reports.

Promises Made

As a result of all this worry there
was some conferring with officials
of the lumber associations. All sorts
of promises were made. Canada
was to stageger her shipments to the
United States, so that Canadian
lumber would not be dumped up to
the full quota allowance during any
one period. Lumber was to be given
more consideration in various other
treaties which are on the fire. Big
efforts will be made by the State
department to open up new markets
for American lumber.

some of the lumber men have
been pretty well taken into camp as
A result, They promise to smooth
down their senators and representa-
tives on Capitol HIill. They even
promise kind words for the admin-
lgtration.

But some of the promises made
are not so easy of fulfillment. The
troyble lies in that “most favored
nation" clause, which 18 dear to
secretary Hull's heart. To {llustrate,
this country might Induce some
country anxious to buy a lot of lum-
ber to reduce its tariff, and thus
open up a new market for the
American lomber Interests,

But the moment that nation did
that she would also be reducing the
tariff to precisely the same degree
to every other nation. Which would
mean that Canada would have the
game opportunity, on an equal
basis, and probably without any
quota restriction. So the net result
would be the same as If Canada
shipped that lumber Into the United
states.

Mr, Hull, It Is learned, hopes to
wiggle out of this problem by more
quota Juggling, though admittedly
quotas run contrary to the spirit of
the “"most favored nation” clause,

bonus,

The effect of this, of course, as-
suming it worked, would be to pro-
vide more regular employment on
the farms, and curtail (o just that
extent the pressure for jobs In the

AS a matter of fact, when she came Into the
sisterhood of states 90 yvears ago, she brought
with her a much larger territory than that. Alto-
gether there were 380,160 square miles of it. For,
as the map above shows, it comprised all of the
present Lone Star state, the western half of the
present state of Oklahoma, the eastern half of
New Mexico, an Irregular but sizable chunk of
Wyoming and a larger segment of Kansas.

But it is not in the matter of size alone that
Texas I8 unique. She Is the only one of the 48
states who was an independent republic before
she joined the sisterhood of states. As such
she had her own army and navy, she sent envoys
to European courts and received ambassadors at
her capital In return,

Six flags have flown over her lands. Spaln first
claimed sovereignty, basing her claims to Texas
on the discovery of America by Columbus, the
conquest of Mexico by Cortez, and the explora-

France disputed Spain's eclaim because in 1684
L.a Salle, searching for the mouth of the Missis.
sippl river, landed on the coast of Texas and
planted the French flag there. But La Salle was
assassinated by some of his men and France
never made good her clalm.

S0 the flag of Spaln waved over Texas until
1821 when the Mexicans galned thelr Independ-
ence from the Spaniards and for the next few
years Texas was a part of the republic of
Mexico,

The year before Mexico threw off the voke of
Spaln Stephen F. Austin, the “Father of Texas."
left Missourl with a colony and settled In Texas.
Other Americans followed and by 1827 Texas
had a population of 10,000. Three years later
it had grown to 20,000, Mexico began to be
alarmed at this Inrush of settlers, On April 6,
1830, the Mexican congress passed a law forbld-
ding further colonization.

But that did not halt the Americans. Soon
there were clashes between the Amerlean set-
tlers and the Mexican officials. By 1835 there
was a siate of open warfare for the Amerlecans

The treaty of annexation provided *“for the
future formation In the sald territorles of nat
least two states, and If more than two, then four
states, and If more than four then six states, to
be hereafter admlitted into thé United States ot
America,” The reason for this wording lay In
the slavery dispute which was beginning to be
come acute at that time. If the new state was
to be divided, there should be an even number,
half slave and half free so that the balance of
power would be Kept even., Since the War Be-
tween the States ended forever the question of
slavery It also virtually ended the possibllity ot
Texas belng subdivided, although many belieye
that the Lone Star state still has that right,

Not only did that war put an end to one ol
the fuctors which made Texas unique but it also
added another to the number of flags which
have flown over Texas. For four years the Stars
and Bars of the Confederate States of Amerlca
was the flag to which the Texans swore al-
legiance, then once more Texas was back in the
Unlonr under the Stars and Stripes,

Now, Texas, looking back over her 100 years
of history, I8 proud of them all—the flag of
Spain, the lilies of France, the banner of Mexico,
her own bright Lone Star emblem, her place on
the symbol of the "“Lost Cause” and her star In

extreme cases, enjoins It as a right toward them-

After listing thelr grlevances, 15 In number,
they concluded thelr work with this statement :

“We, therefore, the delegates with plenary
powers of the people of Texas, In solemn con-
vention assembled, appealing to the judgment of
a candid world as to the necessitles of our con-
ditlon, DO HEREBY DISSOLVE and declare that
our political connection with the Mexlcan nation
has forever ended and that the people of Texas
do now constitute a FREE, SOVEREIGN and IN-
DEPENDENT REPUBLIC, and are fully Invested
with all the rights and attributes which properly
belong to Independent nations and, conselous of
the rectitute of our Intentions, we confidently and
fearlessly commit the Issue to the declision of the
supreme arbiter of the destinles of nations,”
