However, when the first sec-
tion of the addition is placed upon
the market, sales will be made to
non-residents for a limited time
only, so that sufficient funds may
be obtained to pay for the develop-
ment,

This cemetery is one of the old-
est In this County, It is located
on the north side of the Rockville-
Norbeck Road and about one mile
east of Rockville, On thg south
gide of the same road and in the
same location is the new St, Mary's
cemetery of this county.

for and supervise the work of lay-
ing out the new addition, and Mr.
M. G. Copelin of Rock Creek Nurs-
eries, is advising with the Board
of Directors in this much needed
additional project to our communi-
ty. Work is expected to begin this
coming spring.

The Board of Directors has es-
tablished a Perpetual Care Fund
for lots in the present or old part
of over $15,000.00 at this time. The
income from this fund covers the
expenses of perpetual care of the
lots of those persons who have
contributed thereto.

The Public Service Commission of
Maryland announces that an agree-
ment has been reached between the
Public Service Commission and the
management of the Washington
Gas Light Company of Montgomery
County and the Georgetown Gas
Light Company of Montgomery
County, whereby the rates charged
the customers of these two compa-
nies, both of which supply service
in Montgomery and Prince George's
counties, will be reduced, effective
February 1st.

Under the new rate schedules,

The loweér rates will apply to both
domestic and commercial services,

service of the parent companies in
the District of Columbia, the Com-
mission entered into informal nego-
tiations with the Maryland compa-
nies in the hope that thereby a sat-
isfactory adjustment of the rates
might more promptly be obtained.
