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When a short time ago it was announced that
WPA appropriations were to be cut, governors,
mayors and other officials cried to high heaven, and
the result has been that reductions were not made,
and may not be made at all this year.

SEED BEST BY TEST

The wise farmer makes it a rule not to buy any
new variety of grain or grass seed unless it has first
been tested and approved by his State agricultural
experiment station. High-priced seed which are na-

as having unheard of qualities and yielding ability,
may be an old, inferior variety with which the buyer

best that have been found on test to be adapted to
his own locality. |

The more successful plant breeders point out
that new and better varieties of seed nearly always
result from painstaking efforts and do not suddenly
appear as miracles.

IS INFLATION COMING?

Federal Reserve Board, has thought it neccessary to
sound a note of public warning concerning the conse-
quent danger of an inflationary boom, which may re-
sult in a collapse similar to the 1929 catastrophe. His
statement was to the effect that there was danger
lurking in Government spending beyond its income.
Continued Government borrowing to meet expenses
results in a steadily rising spiral of prices of all com-
modities, without a corresponding rise in the public’s
ability to pay for them—that, in the simplest form,
is what is meant by “inflation”.

Mr. Wallace, the Secretary of Agriculture,
franky admits that the Administration is afraid, if
matters continue on their present course, that “an-
other 1929” will wreck the nation’s financial struc-
ture.

Mr. Roper, the Secretary of Commerce, has add-
ed a similar expressive note of warning.

The obvious but drastic preventive, Mr. Eccles
pointed out, is to cut down Government spending
with all speed, and to levy new taxes to yield enough
revenue to cover the reduced cost of government.
This, of course, does not appeal to the politicians in
Congress who fear the political effects of increased
taxes, but it may be forced upon them. The other
necessary thing to be done is for industry to increase
the production of consumer goods with all possible
speed, keeping the objective of progressively lower
prices in sight.

In the meantime, the ordinary citizen can look
forward to a period of rising prices for everything

he has to buy.

WASTE IN FIRE PROTECTION

At this time of the year our volunteer fire com-
panies are kept on the hop, due to calls to fight field
and woods fires principally. Such calls appear to grow
more numerous with the coming of each springtime.

In a nearby county, where accurate records of
calls, character, causes and costs, incident to oper-
ations of the companies, are kept, it is figured that
two-thirds of their actual working time was occupied
in fighting fires or answering spurious alarms caus-
ed by carelessness or poor judgement. Since two-
thirds of their time was occupied by preventable con-
flagration, the speed to answer calls of other types
was greatly reduced.

It should be borne in mind that the firemen do-
nate their time to the benefit of their respective com-
munities. As well, that fire-fighting equipment main-
tained is expensive, and that the taxpayers pocket-
book should have equal consideration with the vol-
unteer firemen. '

According to the Maryland law, it is a misde-
meanor for a person to allow a fire to get beyond his
control and spread to the property of another person.
Anyone causing a fire through carelessness is sub-
ject to a fine ranging from $10 to $100, besides being
liable for the cost of suppresion as well as for the
damage sustained.

Vigorous enforcement of the law should be en-

couraged to permit firemen to devote more of their

energies to greater efficiency in fighting unprevent-l

~ able fires, with attendant economy to the taxpayers.

0 GONGRESS URGES 0.0,
[0 REMAIN OUT OF WAH

On April 6, the twentieth anniver-

sary of America's entrance into the
World War, Miss Jeannette Rankin,

the first woman elected to Congress

who voted against the war declara-

tion in 1917, urged immediate action

by the American people to keep this

country out of another foreign con-

flict.

“We learned from the last war
that if the people wish to keep out
of future wars, they must make that
decision known to the government,
to their representatives in Congress.
They must demand legislation which
expresses the desire to abandon the
use of the war method. T’hey must E

do it now.

“The military organizations”, she
pointed out, “have grown to such

an extent that they assume the
right to define their policy. They
quite boldly tell Congress what they
want and bring pressure upon their
members to obtain their appropri-
ations. The control of the military
establishments and the war policies
ought never to leave the hands of
Congress.

“The American people today want
to stay out of foreign wars. By tak-
ing advantage of their desire for
protection against invasion, military
propaganda has convinced them that
they need military preparations on
an enormous scale. As result, Con-
gress has built up an organization
prepared to fight in other countries.
Under a National Defense Act de-
signed to avoid certain mistakes
made in preparation for the World
War, Congress continually increases
our preparation for another.

“If the American people want to
stay out of war, they must think
clearly and act courageously, In-
sisting that military policy follow our
national policy as expressed in the
Kellogg Peace Pact, which renounces
war but permits us to be ready to
nrotect our shores from invasion.
They must demand that Congress
cease preparing to flght wars in
other countries, and eliminate from
military establishment those instru-
ments that are merely a threat to
the peace of the world.

“I have never regretted my vote
against the World War", she rem-
inisced. “These twenty years have
intensified my conviction that war
is still the stupid, futile method of
attempting to settle disputes that
it was in 1917."
