Neighbors were inquisitive as to
her suing for damages, when she said: “Lord, no; 1
don’t want no damages. What 1 wants 1s repairs.”

It oceurs to us that from one side of the country
to the other “We, the people of the United States”
see “domestic tranquility” gravely endangered. Why
then, is quibbling prevailing at the front? Action

should be the watchword. Surely, it is not beyond |

the power of the Congress, the government, to bring
to the people relief from the deluge of sit-down
strikes which has been and is now sweeping from the
Atlantic to the Pacific.

Repairs are needed in our labor-industrial sys-
tem. All should desire a remedy for this intolerable
situation, which, if permitted to take on more volume,
will eventually affect the interests of every man,
woman and child in the United States.

“We, the people of the United States,” sincerely
ask for domestic tranquility.

GOVERNOR NICE VETOES RELIEF BILL

“We hear a great deal these days about efficiency

and economy experts, and goodness knows some such

evitter would have been a God-send to the 1937 Gen-

eral Assembly, which has just closed its three-ring

circus at Annapolis, after a three-months’ engage-
ment.

“One minister is quoted as thanking God that
the session was over and suggesting that the State
would have been better off if it had never taken place.
And in our opinion the clergyman wasn’t far wrong
in either expression.

“After three months of political shadow-boxing
with important State business, what of benefit was
accomplished for the people of Maryland? Nothing,
less than nothing—as a famous writer once put it,
‘a cipher without the ring’.

“The whole session resembled a sit-down strilee,
with the halls of the Legislature—the law-produc-
ing factory of the State—filled with alleged workers
for the good of the commonwealth doing nothing
Day after day the exasperating farce continued, with
nobody getting anywhere with anything until the
last minutes of the last act, when, in a blind rush,
the actors tried to put over the whole show and, of
course, only made a mess of it.

“If there are those who have anything to be
thankful for further than that the session 1s over,
they are the bookmakers and the pinball manufac-
turers and operators. They seem to be about the only
ones who got anything out of the mad scramble of
the closing hours. As far as benefits received go they
ought to be saddled with the expense of the session.
The rest of us, heaven knows, were left holding the
bag.

“To say that the session was disappointing is
only being nice, very nice. To say it was discourag-
ing is getting closer to the truth. And now the talk
of calling a special session has started—a special ses-
sion to do what ought to have been done in the regu-
lar session,”—The Jeffersonian, Towson, Md.
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The editorial quoted above from one of the

more representative exchanges that reached our
desk portrayed the widespread dissatisfaction with
the legislation enacted by the 1937 session of the
Maryland General Assembly. This dissatisfaction
grew in manifestation from the day of adjournment
antil Governor Harry W. Nice announced late Tues-
day that he would veto the bill passed by the Assem-
bly making provision for raising money for the so-
cial and relief program in the State during the en-
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suing two years, and which depended largely upon
bookmaking gambling features to produce revenue.
He deemed these features unreliable as money
raisers and open to serious question on grounds of
social poliey.

The uprising clearly demonstrates that the large
majority of the people were opposed to these gam-
bling features. The special session to be called should
give the legislators an opportunity to retire poli-
ties and meet the shameful situation in a prompt and
statesmanlike way, having in mind the added and
useless expense to the taxpayers of the extra session
made necessary.
