GENERAL LEGISLATION || County Students

ENACTED BY ASSEMELY
APPROVED BY GOV. NI

Among a flood of pills enacted by
the General Assembly and approved
by Gov. Harry W. Nice, which af-
fect the interests of the people of
our county, the following are noted:

A measure authorizing issuance of
$9,052,000 in State bonds.

This bill includes $3,300,000 in
bonds for restoration to the State
Roads Commission pof highway reve-
nue diverted to balance the general
fund budget, which will enable the
State to abandon its usual policy
of borrowing money for current ex-
penses.

Setting the State property tax
rate for 1938 at 23 cents per $100
and for 1039 at 23%. The current
rate is 22'%.

Providing that in the future
names of Presidential electors shall
not appear on Maryland ballots.
Voters will ballot directly for the
candidates and a vote for a candi-
date will count as a vote for each
of his eight electors.

Providing that drug and grocery
stores shall not sell goods at less
than cost.

Authorizing appointment of a
commissioner to regulate and Iin-
gpect small loan companies.

Authorizing State to use certain
funds for matching any Federal
funds which may be appropriated
for aid to crippled children.,

Authorizing State Department of
Health to administer service for ald
to crippled children.

Regulating weights and trucks and
loads allowed on Maryland high-
ways, and allowing solid-tire trucks
to carry 42,000 pounds.

Authorizing State Roads Commis-

sion to issue refund bonds.

Motorists should pay strict atten-
tion.to the new curve markings now

appearing on many of the State’s
highways. The object of the lines
is to prevent accidents, and it is the
Ihellel‘ that observance of the mark-
ings will have marked eflect in re-

duction of highway crashes.

Where a solid black line marks
the center of the highway, the Roads
Commission emphasizes the danger
at curves by a single white line on

the approach to the curve and
double lines of white (one on each
side of the black) at the point where
it is imperative that cars keep t0O
the right. On roads where the cen-
ter line is solid yellow, the addition-
al warning is given by means of
red lines. “If all motorists will ob-
gserve the warning these signs con-
vey, there should be marked re-
duction in highway crashes at dan-
gerous curves, It is, of course, good
driving sense always to keep to the
right, but it is imperative to do so
where the view ahead is limited or
obscured."”

Dove was granted a change of
venue by the court after a petition
was filed by his attorney, Kenneth
Lyddane. The case was sent to
Prince Georges County for trial. °

Most of Monday morning was
passed in securing a panel. Actual

way until afternoon. The case went
to the jury at 9:30 p. m. Monday
night and a verdict was reached
at 1:15 a. m.
