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“Buying Good Feed

Is Cheaper Than
Buying _(iqod Cows™

Milk Cows High and Hard
to Find at Present
Time.

“Feeding a good dalry ratlon Is a
lot cheaper than buying good cows,”
says D. H. Van Pelt, dalry ruthor-
ity with Purina Mills, vegpecially In
‘a year llke this when dairy cows
have increased almost 100 per cent
in value over 1932 and 1933 prices.
Dairy rations, on the other hand,
show a price rise of only about 30
to 85 per cent, and hay about 20
per cent.”

Summarizing the conditions of
1032 and 1033 Vanr Pelt says,
“Dalry cows brought extremely low
prices in those years in comparison
to the cost of their development
Prices ranged from forty to sixty
dollars. MIilk prices were oD the
same level, ranging as low as ninely
cents per hundred and geldom high-
er than $2.50. Feed prices showed
similar trends, with good rations
averaging about $35 per ton at ré
tall. Hay averaged about $10 per
ton.

Upward Trend In 1933

“The curve started upward In the
fall of '38. All commodity prices
stiffened slightly, and In general,
everything pointed to a return of
healthy exchange. Laborers began
to find work and In consequence
had more money to spend. Food
consumption Increased, thereby
creating a greater demand for milk
and milk products.

Cow prices have doubled since
1982.33: dalry feed prices have
risen only a third.

“Fortunately this upwurd trend
has been maintained, Today the
outlook is greatly improved over
what it was in '32 and "33, Van Pelt
says. “Cow prices at present range
from $£00 to $125—and good ones
hard to find. Milk prices vary from
$1.50 per hundred pounds up to $3,
depending on use and market, Dairy
feeds run around $45 per ton, with
hays bringing about $20 for the
game grade that sold at §15 a ton
a few vears ugo.

Milk Cows Profitable Now

“Quite a different outlook from
the bleak years of '82 and '33 when
profits were almost an {impossibil-
ity,” Van Pelt comments. “Today
there are definite profits to be made
{n dalrying, provided the dalryman
thoroughly understands the prob-
lems confronting him., DBeslides
watching prices on feeds, animals,
and milk, the good dalryman must
devote a great deal of consideration
to the care of his herd.

Dry Cows Important

“The most important cow in the
herd is the dry cow, and yet It 1s
during this period that she Is most
universally neglected,” according to
Van Pelt. “Research shows that dur-
ing the dry or preparation period
dairymen have the best opportunity
of developing a sound foundation for
the entire lactation perlod that fol.
lows. The proper length for this
period Is about 8 weeks for a ma-
ture cow, and a little longer for the
first calf heifer—10 or even 12
weeks. Elght weeks 18 necessary
for the mature cow,” the Purina
dalry authority says, “because #
cow carries a calf for nine months,
develops 88 per cent of it In the
first seven months and then husties
up and finishes the other 62 per
cent In the last two months, During
this perlod her body reserve or
energy must be bullt up to a par
with the Indicated milking abllity
of the cow.

Loss Must Be Rebulit

“OCows are susceptible to costly
cow troubles immediately followlng
freshening because at that time
they may not have the strength and
vitality to build up resistance, and
may easlly fall victim to the dis-
ease carrler of the herd. A large
cow In ecalving shrinks from 130
to 150 pounds. The following three
days she should regaln 12 to 18
pounds of that weight. But unless
the dairyman makes special feeding
provisions for her she may shrink
70 to 90 pounds more in the next
three months,

*Hverything that a cow loses In
calving cannot be lmmediately re-
bullt,” Van Pelt points out, “but a
refill with good feeds will help to
prevent so drastic a shrinkage as to
weaken the cow,

'TESTED RECIPES

Next time the men of your house-
hold return from a successful day's

excursion with rod and reel boast-|

ing of their fine catch be ready to
gshare their triumph with an ap-
petizing recipe for cooking the big-
gest fish, One of the most delicious
ways of dressing up seafood (and
making a small fish go a long way)
is to stuff it with a mixture of crun-
chy cereal, pork, and seasonings
like this:

1 fish for baking (3 pounds); 8
thin slices salt pork.

1 cup Grape-Nuts; 1 teaspoon
salt: % teaspoon pepper; 1 leaspoon
powdered sage; dash of paprika; 1
tablespoon onion, chopped; 1 table-
spoon green pepper, chopped; 1 tea-
gpoon parsley, chopped;, 7% cup
celery, chopped; 1 tablespoon Wor-
cestershire sauce; 4 tablespoons
melted butter; % cup warm Water,

Clean fish, wash thoroughly, and
wipe dry. Cut two gashes in each
side and insert a strip of salt pork
in each gash. Combine ingredients
for stuffing in order given and mix
thoroughly. Stuff fish and fasten
securely with needle and thread.
Place 2 slices of salt pork under fish
in greased baking pan and 2 slices
on fish., Bake in moderate oven
(375 degrees Fahrenheit) 45 to 50
minutes. Baste occasionally with fat
that fries out from salt pork.
Serves 6.
