Surplus State Funds
Increase By $1,263,122

Surplus funds in the Maryland
treasury increased by $1,263,122.68

from October 1 last to August 31,
according to the monthly statement

just issued by William 8. Goray, Jr.,
State Comptroller.

The State ended last month with
a surplus of $2,445,884,14, made up
of $2,144,145.74 in special funds and
$301,73840 in general funds, This
compared with a $1,182,7614€ on
hand when the fiscal year began
on October 1,

The annuity bond fund on August

At the end of last month the
State had .83,104,297.12 outstanding
in taxes, including $1,952,499.54 in
current taxes.
