COMPLETES DESIGN Of
NEW TYPE LOGOMOTIVE

The Balitmore and Ohio Railroad
has just completed the design of a
powerful new locomotive which 1is
a radical departure from the con-
ventional type, but which neverthe-

Bullt with 16 cylinders arranged
for constant torque propulsion, the
locomotive will produce a continuous
flow of power similar to that of a
multi - eylinder automobile — with
smooth running and minimum vi-
bration. It is believed that it will
gdevelop 5000 horsepower, and that
it will be capable of handling 14
standard Pullman cars at a speed of
100 miles per hour on straight, level
track.

On June 3 last the Baltimore and
Ohio put into service the first four
cylinder 4-4-4-4 locomotive of its
type ever built. With its front pair
of cylinders “pulling” the two for-
ward pairs of drivers, and its rear
pair of cylinders (under the cab)
“pushing’” the second two pairs of
drivers, it has developed tractive
effort equal to that of the B & O's
biggest mountain type locomotive,
65,000 pounds, and at the same time
cut piston thrust and the weight
of main and connecting rods ap-
proximately in half.

While this four cylinder locomo-
tive was being built, Daniel Willard,
president of the Baltimore & Ohio,
fully subscribed to the soundness of
its design, and this has since been
amply proved by daily tests in heavy
freight and passenger service. Yet
he stated that he considered that
the ideal steam locomotive would
be one with a power unit for each
pair of driving wheels—each unit
to be of a continuous torque type,
directly glared to the axles of the
locomotive. Now this idel design has
been developed.

The locomotive has a 4-wheel
front truck, four pairs of drivers,

a 4-wheel trailer truck, and a tank |y . Rosenfeld, whose background

mounted on two 6-wheel trucks and
carrving 23 tons of coal and 22000
gallons of water.

Each of its four driving axles

will be driven by a Besler ﬁtfﬂmlterritnr}r.

motor and each motor has 4 cyl-
inders directly geared to its axle,
so that there will be a total of 16
cylinders with 32 power impulses
| for each revolution of the steam
motors. No counterbalancing of any
kind, and no main and side rods
and crank pins, will be required,
this new design thus entirely elim-
inating the hammer blows on
tracks that result from counter-
balance welghts. The absence of
main and side rods and other
| motion work, will also make it
possible for the driving wheels, with
their independently mounted 4-
cylinder steam motors, to accommo-
date sharper curves than with loco-
motives of conventional design.

The gears and all other motion
parts of the steam motor will oper-
ate continuously in a bath of oil
forced by a pump to the wearing
parts, as is done in The modern
automobile. The cut-off position of
the valve gear, together with for-
ward and reverse motion, will be
automatically regulated from the
locomotive cab by means of an elec-
tro-pneumatic control.

Total weight of the locomotive
will be about 400,000 pounds, with
260,000 pounds, on the drivers. The
starting tractive power will be 72,-
500 pounds, giving a factor of ad-
hesion of 3.6, which is more than
ample where there 1is constant
torque.

* The boiler will be of the Emerson
water-tube firebox type with 775
square feet of heating surface in the
firebox, and a total heating surface
of 5800 square feet. It will have a
superheating surface of 1530 square
feet, will be equipped with feed
water heater, and will have a capac-
ity of 115%. The Besler steam
motors operate on a guaranteed
rate of 14 pounds per horsepower
hour, so that when the locomotive
is developing 5000 horsepower, the
cylinders will require 70,000 pounds
of water per hour while the potler
will evaporate 80,500 pounds. The
working pressure of the engine is
350 pounds.

The new locomotive will be very
flexible. It will have outside frames

GTATE'S ATTORNEY PUGH

URDERS SLOT MAGHINES

IN GOUNTY GONFISGATED
IN ORIVE ON GAMBLING

State's Attorney James H. Pugh
this week ordered all slot machines
In Montgomery County confiscated
by police pending decision by the
Circuit Court on their legality. The
order did not aifect pin ball ma-
chines or machines operatea with
a plunger where a degree of skill
Is necessary,

The State’s attorney walked into
a Bethesda store to make a pur-
chase, and as he stood at the coun-
ter, a group of men were placing
bets on a horse race machine in the
store,

“I could not ignore such an ap-
parent violation of the law,” Mr.
Pugh said, “and I ordered the ma-
chine confiscated.” The machine
In question was one in which a
series of metal horses actuated by
A coin move to a finish line, the
first one arriving being the winner.

“There was no skill involved as
far as I could see,”” Mr, Pugh said.
“The machine was operated me-
chanically without any plunger or
pin ball action, I feel that clearly
it Is violation of the law against
operation of gambling machines.

“It Is my intention to forestall
gambling in this county so long as
I am State's attorney. I do not
intend that my successor be embar-
rassed by any entrenched gambling
in this county. The horse racing
machines and a new machins which
recently was placed around [and
which is merely a modernization
of the jackpot slot machine are in
violation of the law, I have held.,”

County police raided a number
of stores in the county and cap-
tured about a dozen of the machines
which had been banned by Pugh
The policemen played each machine
before taking it into custody. No
arrests were made,

Pugh explained that he intends
filing a petition in the name of
Chief of Police J. Willlam Garrett
with the county ecircuit court, ask-
ing permission of the court to con-
fiscate and destroy the machines,
including a capture made at the
home of the late Eddie Killeen,
who was shot and killed recently.

The owners of the machines will
be given an opportunity to demon-
strate any contention that the ma-
chines are legal before the court,
Pugh salid.

If the court decides the machines
are legal, they will be returned to
their owners. Otherwise they will
be destroyed, Pugh said.

Pugh said that he had ruled that

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Montgomery County Jail
In Class A, Or Excellent

Howard C. Hill, Maryland prison
inspector, having completed his
thirteenth annual county jail in-
spection, made report to the State
Board of Wellare at Baltimore that
the Montgomery county jail was
placed' in Class A, or excellent in
conduct, under the management
of Sheriff G, Edington Bell and
Warden Joseph Moxley.

His classification was based upon
the following facts cited in his re-
port:

“The Jjall was found clean and
in good condition generally, Cots
and bed clothing were in good
condition. Metal work surrounding
toilets and bath require more fre-
quent painting than the rest to
prevent eerosion and are in need
of paint now.

“There were a few complaints
from prisoners about food, but
further examination did not justify
the complaints, Some of the
prisoners are being worked on coun-
ty roads, and these are given three
sandwiches and coffee for lunch, |
The other meals are served at 6:30 |
A. M, and about 4:00 P. M. Food
supplies are bought and pald for by
the County Commissioners.

ho GONGTITUTIONALITY
AEMAING UNDETERMINED

Legal authorities disagreed on the
eflfect of the decision of the Mary-
land Court of Appeals on county
police courts in Montgomery and
Prince Georges counties.

Judge George B. Merrick opened
Prince Georges County police court
at Hyattsville Wednesday and then
announced that his court would
stand recessed until “this thing is
threshed out.” He sald his court
probably would stand recessed for
about a week.

Judge Harold C. Smith said his
court would continue to function
until it is challenged and declared

| unconstitutional. He said he had
not had an opportunity to study the
decision of the court of appeals rul-
ing and pointed out that the stat-
utes creating the two courts are
different,

State's Attorney James H. Pugh
of Montgomery County declined to
make any statement as to the con-
stitutionality of the county police
court but said that in his opinion
any persons who had failed to at-
tack the jurisdiction of the court at
the time of trial would be barred
from enforcing return of fines im-
posed by the court in the event the
court was found invalid.

State’s Attorney Alan Bowie of
Prince Georges County said he had
no intention of trying cases in the
county police court until the ruling
had been received and studied by
him. Bowie did not wish to make
a statement at present on the effect
the suling would have ok cases
which already had been tried ‘tj-
the court before the ruling uff"liﬁb
| Court of Appeals.

State Senator Lansdale Q. Sas-
scer, president of the Maryland Sen-
ate and a candidate for Governor of
Maryland, said that apparently the
law would affect more than a dozen
counties in Maryland which have
police court systems, He saild he
had not had sufficient time to make
a thorough study of the ruling and
would be unable to make a compre-
hensive statement until he made
such a study.

Senator Sasscer said that the
purpose of the Legislature in pass-
ing the police court law was to get
away from the old, offensive fee
system where justices of the peace
were granted a fee for trying cases.
The police court judges are paid a
straight salary.

State’s Attorney Bowie and State's
Attorney Pugh both declared that
they would be loath to instruct
justices of the peace to proceed with
trials until the situation is cleared
up.

The ruling of the court of appeals
followed a writ of habeas corpus
filed on behalf of Thomas E. Wil-
son, sentenced by Judge Merrick to
the house of correction for violation
of the motor vehicle laws last May
in Baltimore.

The opinion was written by Judge
Lindley D. Sloan and held that the
1927 act of the Legislature increas-
ing the power and jurisdiction of
the police justice and reducing the
powers of the justices of thg peace
was in violation of the Constitu-
tion,

The opinion also held that giving
police court justices jurisdiction in
sums of greater than $100 in civil
cases was unconstitutional. This
does not affect Montgomery County

which continued the $100 limitation.
