officials are lax about the drinker at the wheel, and|

are only too willing to reduce a charge of drunken
driving to less important charge of recklessness, if
little “pull” is exerted. The sole consequence of such
policy is to make these drivers believe they can get
away with it—and they repeat the offense at the first
opportunity.

Drunken driving can be handled by adequate
laws, which impose fines, jail terms and license rev-
ocation on offenders, coupled with aggressive police
and prosecution work. When a fifth of the traffic fa-
talities in a representative state are known to be the
result of liquor, it's time to “crack” down .
