COUNTY FARMERS URGEL

Farmers In Montgomery County
who are now seeding fall grain crops
are advisqd by O. W. Anderson,
County Agent, to make their plans
50 that they can take part in the
1938 Agricultural Conservation Pro-
gram,

Mr. Anderson States that all farm-
ers cooperating this year have been

notified of their 1937 depleting base
acreage and it is expected that this
acreage will remain about the same
for 1938, therefore, farmers can de-
termine how many acres of small
grain they wish to plant this year
by simply taking into consideration
the acreage of depleting crops that
will be planted next spring. When
compliance is taken in the summer
of next year, we add up all of the
depleting acreage planted this fall
and next spring and compare it
with the base figures established for
the farm to determine whether or
not the farm has earned a Class
No. 1 payment.

The depleting crops most com-
monly grown in Montgomery Coun-
ty are as follows: wheat, barley, rye,
oats, corn, canning crops, truck
crops and tobacco. If any of these
crops are pastured off or turned un-
der for soil-improvement purposes,
such acreage is not counted in the
depleting crop acreage.,

The County Agent states that
many farmers have been disap-
pointed last year and again this year,
simply because they did not plan
before the fall crops were seeded.
