Nippy Octo-

ginger and snappy

in a delicious tapioca dessert called

Banquet Pudding. Besides contain-

ing the sharp flavor of ginger this

pudding is plentifully studded with

crunchy meats of your favorite nuts.
Banquet Pudding

1 or 2 egg volks; 4 cups milk; %
cup quick-cooking taploca; ‘& cup
sugar; 4 teaspoon salt; 1 or 2 egg
whites: 1 teaspoon vanila; % to &
cup diced preserved or crystallized
ginger; 4 cup cream, whipped; nut
meats, coarsely broken.

Mix egg volk with small amount
of milk in top of double boiler., Add
remaining milk, quick-cooking tap-
ijoca, sugar, and salt. Place over
rapidly boiling water and heat unti]
scalded (allow 5 to T minutes after
water resumes boiling); then cook
5 minutes, stirring frequently. Beal
egg white until just stiff enough to
hold shape. Fold small amount tap-

joca mixture into egg white; add to
remaining tapioca cool—mixture

thickens as it cools. When slightly
cool, add flavoring and ginger, re-
serving two tablespoons ginger for
garnish. Chill. Fold in cream. Serve
in sherbet glasses. Garnish with ad-
ditional whipped cream, and sprinkle
