The Joke's on Him

HEN Joe Miller, a famous

English comedian of the Eight-
eenth century, died in August, 1738,
it was discovered that his widow re-
ceived as her legacy naught but
memories of an amiable and faith-
ful, but improvident, husband.
Thereupon a certain publisher
named T. Read, a shrewd fellow of
speculative tendencies, engaged a
man named John Mottley to gather
together all the current jests of the
day and set them in type.

Soon afterwards there appeared
in the bookstalls of London a volume
which bore this imposing title: ‘'Joe
Miller's Jests, or the Wits Vade
Mecum. Being a Collection of the
most Brilliant Jests: the Politest
Repartees; the most Elegant Bon
Mots, and most pleasant short Sto-
ries in the English Language. First
carefully collected in the Company,
and many of them transcribed from
the Mouth of the Facetious Gentle-
man, whose Name they bear: and

For the regulars had been with-
drawn to Philadelphia to protect
its nervous, but unendangered,
citizenry. Hot anger flamed up

in the frontiersmen then.

So when the traffic in arms was
resumed with the lnaians, the
‘““‘Black Boys’'' didn't waste any
time in futile protest to the pro-
vincial authorities. They handled
the situation in their own way—
by holding up a pack train, led
by Capt. Robert Callendar, and
burning his goods.

These ‘‘Insolent Rebels,"”’

When Callendar reported his
loss, Lieutenant QGrant immedi-
ately sent out a detachment
which arrested eight of the
“‘Black Boys'' and threw them in
jail. The next day 300 frontiers-
men laid siege to Loudon. They
captured every courier tuat
Grant sent for help*and every de-
tail that ventured out of the fort
to see what had become of the
messengers. When Smith and
his men had 16 such captives he
made this demand on Grant:
““‘Release your prisoners. We'll
give you two for one. If you re-
fuse, we'll take your fort and
burn it.”! Though boiling with
rage at the insolence of these
‘“rebels,”” Grant was forced to
agree to an exchange of prisoners
and their guns. But he didn't
keep faith in regard to the latter.

Meanwhile certain Philadelphia
merchants, including a represent-
ative of the pious Quaker firm
of Baynton and Wharton, had set
off posthaste for New York. Into
the headquarters of Gen. Thomas
Gage, commander of his majes-
ty's forces in America, they
stormed. They demanded that
summary justice be dealt out to
the ‘‘back inhabitants'’ who had
dared to seize and burn the
‘“king's goods'' which they had
sent to George Croghan, deputy
Indian agent at Fort Pitt,

In the meantime Gage had re-

five rifles and four muskets
which it had seized when 1t ar-
rested the handiest suspects
after the destruction of Bob Cal-
lender's pack train."

Fort Loudon Besieged.

So Grant was glad enough to
parley when Smith sent forward
a white flag. In addition to giv-
ing up the guns, the frontiersmen
demanded that he evacuate Fort
Loudon and withdraw {from the
valley. They didn't know that he
had already received orders
from General Gage to do that.
The British high command had
had enough trouble with these
turbulent Pennsylvanians; here-
after let Governor Penn try to
handle them!

That was one reason why the
commander at Fort Loudon
quickly acceded to Smith's de-
mands. Another was that the
leaders of the ‘'‘Black Boys"
agreed to give band to disperse
their men and interfere no more
with trade across the valley.

The parley over, the Black
Watch marched away, never to
return. ‘‘Most rebellions, failing,
fail completely,” writes Swan-
son. ‘‘This, America's first armed
uprising against British military
power, ended with the symbols of
victory in the rebels’ hands—the
abandoned fort, the guns.”

Thus it was that James Smith
won his right to the title of ""The
First Rebel.”
