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New inventions have been damned by people
from the beginning of time.

trouble recovery from the depression.

Politically speaking, it is important right now
to bolster up prosperity and find some way to raise
taxes and spend money that will not rouse the power-
ful opposition that relief expenditures have done. But
it is worth noting that already in England they are
finding that because of their rearmament program
the standard of living is being lowered. This is bound
to be the case when the business activity of the coun-
try is turned into making unproductive arms which
create no wealth and are of no use except for pur-
poses of destruction—destruction, indeed, of the con-
sumers and possible markets in other countries.

50 cents for the warrant, 25 cents
if the defendant pleads guilty and
50 cents if he pleads not guilty and
the case is tried. The justice of the
peace will receive 20 cents for
swearing witnesses and 25 cents for
judgement, whether it is guilty or
not guilty, Continuance of the case
costs 25 cents and the charge for
fixing bail i1s 50 cents. The magis-
trate receives an additional 10 cents
for docketing if the decision of his
court is appealed to the Circuit
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Count.

McGeeney promised to mail dock-
ets to the magistrates promptly so
they would receive them on Mon-
day. As soon gs they receive the
dockets they will be in position to

proceed with trial of cases.

Cases other than motor vehicle
cases will be handled in the same
manner as previously, the justice
of the peace merely setting the bail
and a date for hearing in county
police court.

To Be Safe—

1. Cook your sausage and pork
thoroughly at least 3 hours.

2. Rid your farm of rats.

3. Be sure hogs are getting feed
that has not been contaminated by
rat feces.

4. When buying hamburger sand-
wiches insist that they be cooked
thoroughly and not raw in the cen-
ter, as many hamburgers have pork
in them.

5. Do not feed garbage.

The County Commissioners Tues-

day refused to ease the milk reg- |

ulations governing county dairies
and milk producers after discussing
the question at length with James
O. Holbrook.

Holbrook asked that the territory
covered by local dairy inspection
be expanded to include a radius of
40 miles from Rockville, and that
the term “40 miles"” be interpreted
a5 meaning “as the crow flies". At
the present time, he said, it is calcu-
lated on a mileage basis over county
highways.

Amending the regulations in this
way, he said, would enable him to
purchase milk from a number of
Maryland dairies that now are out-
side of his territory.
