Prorosxp Roap rrox New York Sovrn
— The Delaware and Maryland Road.—
A line of railread, says the New York
Post, is now nearly completed which
promises to add largely to the commerce
and business prosperity of New York.

At the
Delaware it is proposed to cross by boat,
a short passage with deep water, and con-
nect with the Maryland and Delaware
rallroad at Smyrna.
