December often brings days suitable)

winter sets in. Even though fall plant-
ings may have been finished, fore-)
handed gardners have taken advantage.
of good weather to prepare beds and;
borders for next spring’s planting. |

Such advance preparation not only
'saves time in the spring, when there
‘are so many things to be done, but
‘also results in getting the soil Into a
productive state. Manure, humus, and
the like, if dug in now will have a
chance to decay and “mellow” during
the winter months, and thus enable the
plant roots, in March and April, to take
full advantage of the soil so improved.
Moreover, soil that is dug or forked
deeply now may be reprepared ior
planting in the spring with a minimum
of labor, and will work up into the best
possible condition.

Vegetable gardens and other fairly
large areas are often dug extra deep,
or “retrenched,” in the late fall. Raw
soil brought to the surface in this pro-
cess is allowed to remain without any
raking or smoothing, as the rough
surface permits more complete action
by sun and frost in breaking it up and

moss. Squash, pumpkin and sweet po-
tatoes. on the other hand, must be kept
perfectly dry, as any moist material in
contact with them will quickly cause
decay. They require, too, a higher tem-
perature, preferably 45 to 50 degrees;

Even though most border plantings
of bulbs hay have been made there are
probably many nooks and corners in
the rock garden where a few dozen of
‘he smaller things—such as the species
daffodils, the smaller flowering species
tulips, crocuses, a glory-of-snow, grape-
hyacinths, Siberian squills and others
—may be tucked in. With a very small
investment of time and money these
will make a series of charming minia-
ture pictures in the spring. It is not
necessary to plant these bulbs in large
quantities. Half a dozenp to a dozen
bulbs of a kind, in one place, will make
an interesting point of accent. And
most of them will increase rapidly,
with a little care, and in a few years
form good-sized “colonies.”

Peatmoss makes an excellent mulch
for many perennials and bulbs, but as
it absorbs and holds a great deal of
moisture it is not used around plants
which form a crown, or mat of foliage,
that is carried through the winter.
Many rock-garden plants are of this
type, and for these excelsior has proved
to be one of the best mulching mater-
ials. It provides the needed protection
from sun and wind but remains dry and
does not pack down close around the
foliage.

For the perennial border, marsh Or
salt hay is often used, but care is tak-
on that it be clean and free of weeds.
It may be obtained in bales, and a
single bale will provide covering for
a considerable area. Leaves are suit-
able for some purposes, but they should
be from hardwood trees, as the leaves
from maples, birches and similar trees
decay quickly and form a SOggy mAass
which _is far from suitable for mulching
purposes.

In potting plants for winter use it
ie well to keep in mind that recent ex-
periments have demonstrated that, for
many types of plants, a non-porus con-
tainer is much better than the old-

fashioned clay pot. Such containers
are now available in many attractive
