¢ AN ORDINANCE FOR THE MORE EQUAL DIVISION OF
THE CITY OF BALTIMORE INTO WARDS.”
€< Beit enacted and ordained by the mayor and city
council of Baltumore, That the city of Baltimore be
divided into the following eight wards, to wit: The
first ward to comprise all that part of the city west-
ward of Forrest street and Sharp street, to the limits -

of the City. | L |
Second ward—*¢ The second ward to comprise all

that part of the city from the limits aforesaid, east-
ward to Charles street, till it intersects Pratt street,
thence down Pratt street to the Basin, thence with
the meanders of the Basin, southwardly and west-
wardly with the limits of the city to Sharp street.
Third ward—* The third ward to comprise all
that part of the ¢ity from the limits last aforesaid, -
as follows, to wit: Tocommence at the intersection
of Charles street and Pratt'street, and thence down

Pratt street to the Basin ; thence with the mean-
ders of the Basin to Calvert street ; thence with

Calvert street to Lovely lane ; thence with Lovely
lane to South street ; thence with South street to
- Baltimore street ; thence across Baltimore street to
North lane; thence with North lane to the limits of

the city, to Charles street.

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Fourth ward—<¢ Thefourth ward to comprise all
that part of the city from the limits last aforesaid,
beginning at Calvert street dock ; thence with the
