Our time d_id not allow
us to accept the invitations which we received to stop and dine. Instead

of returning through Stockton creek we continued down the St. Paul’s,
and passed out of the bar, which we did without any difficulty, We
were all delighted with the trip, and rejoiced to observe the prosperity of
the settlers. It was Saturday, market-day, and we counted upwards of
sizty canoes taking produce to market at Monrovia. Most of the farmers
The Coopers have another steam mill for grinding it.
They made on their own farm'last season 40,000 pounds of sugar.

Mr. Samuel H. G. Sharp, who emigrated from Haddonfield, N. J. writes
to this office from “Farmersetta, Grand Bassa County, January 4, 1861:—

«“We are enjoying good health. I have got our farm paid for. I hold
real estate here which would sell at least for $1200. I would not take
$1500 for it. I send you specimens of my farming—such as arrowroot,
cassada flour, ginger, chocolate, eddoes, rice, pepper, coftee, and cotton.
Let me know what such ginger, pepper, rice, coffee and cotton will bring
in your mrrket. Having acquaintances in Philadelphia, 1 would be glad
o engage in business there.” ki

The articles named above have been much admired. The cotton 1s
proncunced ‘““an excellent article—equal to good Georgia _or.Florida. cot-
ton.”” The great demand for African commodities is stimulating increased
attention to their culture. Thus new sources of supply and wealth will
be daveloped, and our own people, with those of Liberia, be enriched

and blessed.— Colonization Herald.
