ANSWERS TO
QUESTIONS,

Placed In The Farmers’

Institute

Horticultural Department.

—

The Farmer’s Institutes held thorough-
out the State under the direction of
Prof. Amos, during the year attracted
many of our most prominent agrieul-
turists and many questions were asked
by them. Some of these questions had
to be carefully answered and the De-
partment has issued a bulletin to the
State press giving some of the questions
and answers from which we cull the
following:

Q.—Would you advise the
peaches between the apples?

A.—The planting of peaches between
the rows of apples is often*done, and if
the apple trees are far enough apart
and the orchard is given the best of at-
tention and cultiyation and properly
fertilized, it can be done successfully.

The peach trees should be removed as
soon as the apple trees need the room to
themselves. and should not in any way
be permitted to interfere with their
growth. Young peach trees should
neyer be planted between the rows of
an apple orchard in full bearing, nor is
it advisable to plant peaches between
old apple trees. It is far better to re-
move ,the old trees and start a new or-
chard. It should also be borne in mind
that in double planting extra care and
larger applications of fertilizers are nec-
essary.

Q.—How can you tell when the moon
18 right for planting ?

A.—It 18 no longer believed that the
moon has any influence upon the germi-
nation of the seed, and the consequent
growth of the plant, and it makes no
difference of what position the moon
occupies relative to us.

! Q.—Will the magnolia tree of

the
South do well in Maryland ?

A.—It1s not safe to plant the mag-
nolia in Maryland, except in a few
sheltered places, and under extraor-
dinary care and protection. - It is not
hardy so far North.

Q.—How will small roots of an old
apple tree do for root grafting ?

A.—It is not economical to use any-
thing but seedlings obtained from the
nurseries for root grafting of apples.
They may be obtained from almost any
nursery firm at a price ranging from
thirty to forty cents a hundred. We
know of no instance where old roots
have been used for root grafting.

Q.—Is the natural peach seed from
Tennessee (as claimed by some nursery-
men) better than seed taken from an
orchard of cultivated peaches in good
state of cuitivation and health ?

A.—There has been considerable said
and written about the advantages of
the natural seed of the peach from
Tennessee, anc¢ most nurserymen claim
to get their seed from this source. [t is
a well known fact, however, that most
of the seed used by the nurserymen come
from the canning factories. The supply
of natural seed from Tennessee is very
limited, and probably does not supply
one.fiftieth part of the demand. It is
now believed that the seed from a
healthy peach orchard is as good; if
not better, than the seed from the na-
turals.

Q.—Please tell me the trouble with
my June buds. I budded my peaches
in June, and all buds made perfect un-
ion with the stock, and in about ten
days after the stock was cut off above
the bud. The buds seemed to swell
and several of them started to grow, but
finally all of them died but two.

A.—A mistake was made in cutting
off the plant above the bud so short a
time after the buds had been inserted.
Jesides 1t 1s not advisable to cut the
whole plant ‘above the bud, but about
half of it, leaving from eight to ten
inches of the seedling to grow until the
bud had started and 1s sending out
leaves. But cutting them off as you
did, above the bud, the buds were|
flooded out by the saped forc up vy the
root of the seedling.

Q.— Will the California grapes suc-
ceed in Maryland, the cuttings coming
from one hundred and fifty-to two hun-
dred miles north of San Francisco ?

A.—The California grapes will not do
well In any part of the East. Various
attempts have been made in growing
them, but all have resulted in failures.
They may be grown successfully in
hot-houses. |

Q.—Is there any advantage in using
apple seedling roots from a bitter apple
In the way ot keeping out borers ?

A.—No, there is no adyantage.

Q.—Can you give me any informa-
tion in regard to a seedless pear, and its
value?

A.—Various attempts have been made

to produce seedless pears and other
fruits, and the ouniy success that has
been attained is in the case of the
orange. We know of no variety of
seedless pears.
QQ.—How should asparagus be planted
and cared for to obtain the best success ?
A.—It is impossible to answer this
question fully without writing a some-
what lengthy article to cover all the
details of the work. A brief outline
only will be given.,

I'he soil for asparagus should be deep,
rich loam, well drained, and in a good
state of cuitivation. The plants should
be planted in rowsfour to five feet apart,
and the plants should be from twelve to
fifteen 1nches apart in the rows It is
best 10 open up the furrows by plowing
two or three times. This will make the
work of planting easier. After plowing
open up the furrows wide enough to
permit the roots to be planted without
cramping them. Plant to the depth of
four to six i1nches, depending upon the
texture of the soil. Do not cut the
plantation any for the first year after |
planting. In the fall, alter the frost
has killed the tops mow them off, and ‘
apply a good coat of stable manure over |
the plants for winter protection ; also |
throw up two furrows ovyer the rows |
with a plow. 1ln the spring cultivate .
thoroughly, and keep it up until about
the middle of June. The plants shouid
be grown in the nursery row for atleast
one year before they are transplanted
into the permanent field. |

(Q.—WIill figs succeed in Maryland, !
and what are the best varieties?

A.—Figs cannot be grown on a com- |
mercial scale 1n Maryland, as the cli-
mate 1s too severe for them. They can,
however, be grown in a small way, if
covered up during the winter with |
straw or corn stalks, whieh should be
