Conditions existing in telephone
exchanges throughout the country are
interestingly set forth in the report re-
cently sent to the Senate dealing with
the investigation made by tlie Bureau
of Labor. The bulk of the report
deals with the women employes—
there are 17,3219 of them working at
the switchboards for twenty-sevel
companies in twenty-six States which
furnished the data. Agents of the
bureau Vvisited seventy-three ex-
changes and found them, generally
speaking, well housed. In many
cases the girls were compelled to
walk up from one to four flights of
stairs, and more than two-thirds of
the complaints heard were because of

" the lack of elevators.

In some cities imposing medical or
physical examinations are required of
applicants. The height is often doc-
termined without the applicant’s
knowledge by a young woman who
engages the former in conversation
while she compares the level of the
other's eves with her own.

that the applicant must have passed
