It ig difficult to follow out the
ramifications of President Taft’s
wicked Southern policy. It 18 a
noteworthy fact, that when a North-
ern white man .‘‘falls from -graee’’
and adopts the Southern Bourbon
contention against the colored race,
he usually sets out to ‘‘out-Herod
Herod.’'

Presi-
dent Taft came to Washington pre-
pared not only to exhibit the gros-
sest ingratitude to the colored men
of the South who had really nomin-

1908, upon which he was elected
and to which he was most solemnly
pledged. He threw the colored
Southern delegates to Chicago down
with a callousness that has not been
equaled since Hayes surrendered
the colored people of the South to
the Klu Klux clan. He destroyed
the last lingering semblance of a
possession of political existence en-
joyed by the colored Republicans of
the South with as little compunec-
tion and with no more ceremony
than a cat destroys a mouse.
