Every West Indian immigrant has a
definite purpose in view when he lauds
in New York, says the Southern YWork-
man. In his own country there were
activities which were wholly in the
hands of white men, but here he can
enter upon these and assume that posi-
tion of natural leadership which was
denied him at home.
