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Sfates n Which This Form of
 dlavery Still Exists.
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EXTENT OF THE EVIL NOTED.

Decision of the United States Supreme

, Court |n the Alonzo Bailey Case—At-
torney General's Efforts to Enforce
the Thirteenth Amendment—Favor-
able Attitude of Feceral Judges.
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Washington.—Colored citizens gener-
ally are very often heard to complain
bitterly that the federal governiment ;
does not cnforce the war amendiment
of the coustitution.  Mush that the
federal goverument in this re-
gspect very often coes unnoticed, Un- o
doubtcd!y the most important of these
amendments, if anyv one of them may

be said to be wmore important than an

other. ix the thirteeuth amendment,
which aboir=hed slavery and which
was intended to secure to every nin
the rizbht to iatividual liberty and

freedoiun from sorvitude of any kind

except as  a punishiment for ecrime
whereof Lo has Leen duly convieted

Therefore the Jdecision of the su-
preme court in tive Alonzo Dailley case,
rendered by Mr. Justice IHughes, hold-
ing uwuconstitutional the state law of
Alabama which held Daijey as a peoln,
fn which Attorney General Wickersbham
and .\ssistant. Attorney Geueral Iarr
appeared, wuas a dixtinct triumph for
the cause of freedoin.

It should be remembered that it was
not the oflicial duty of the attorney
general to appear in this case, but his
act was wholly voluntary in the in-
terest of the enforeement of the thir-
teenth amendment and the peoniue
statutes. The report of the attorney
gener:il for 1011 gives two pages to
the subject of the enforcement of the |
peonage statutes. The report says:

The vigorous enforcement of the stat-
utes against peoncze, conducted by the
department in the last foew yvears, it is be-
lleved, has done much toward stamping |
out that form of involuntary s<ervitude in
many districts, but in some of the south-
ern states this practice appears to be still
qQuite c¢xtensively carried on.  I'rosecu-
tions under the pecnage statutes have

been instituted in n>arly all the southern |
states and in a few states not in the

south.
The reperts also recommnends that—

The statutes of the {'nited States upon
the subject of peonags and slavery should
be amended =0 as to render them more
effective for the protection of persons
against slavery and involuntary servitude |
except as i punishuanent for crimne,

Make Amendment More Binding.

Here it would scem is a large tield
for the workers of the race to secure
from conoress Liws necessiary to render
more c¢ffective the thirtecoth amend-
ment and thus nyike more seenre the
Hves and liberty of our brethren in
the south. ThLe records will show that
prosecutions of persons for vielating
the peonage statiutes have bheen insti-
tuted in Alabama., Arkansas, FPlorida,
Georgin, Kentucky. Louisiana, Miss<is.
gippi. Mis=ouri., North Carolina Sourh
Carolina, Virzinia, West Virzinia. Ten-
nessce, Texas and other states. (Con-
victions have re-~ulted in Alabawa,
Arkansas, Florid:, Georeia,  Missis-
sippl. Missouri. North Carolina. Vir-
ginia anfd West Virzinia, with prose-
cutions «stiil in Ikentucksy,
Louisiana and Texos

In a number of cases jprison sen-
tences Liave been tninosed npon men of
wealth and standine, in addition to le-
ing sentenced to pay Leavy fines. The
local United States attornevs have had
the assistance of special agents of the
department of jusiice and the nssist-
ance of special attorneys in the L SSATEE
cution of tiese cases. Great credit
should be given thein for the courage
and vigor with which they have tried
to enforcee theze laws under circurn-
stances where juries might be expedct-
ed to be slow to couvict.

Federal jud notably Judge LKn-
ory Speer of Georgia and Judee
Thomas Jones of Alabama, have Lieen
most outspoken and courageous in
their charges to the grand juries con-
sldering these eases in their respective
districts. A few more vears of this
kind of campaign, with the assistance
of congress, oucht to result in stamp-
Ing out peonage and involuntary servi-
tude of all kinds. It will be recalled
that just after the war the southern
States passed a great many black laws
for the purpose of re-enslaving the
Negro, all of which they were required
Vo strike from tleir statutes before be-
ing readmitted into the Union or par-
ticipate in the national government.

At the July term of the Unlited
States district court for the southern
district of Alabama twenty-one indict-
ments were returned against twenty-
six defendants for holding nine differ-
ent persons as peous and slaves. These
indictments are still pending. |

In one case a man was convicted of
petty larceny in the state court, fined
$15 and costs, judgment and ali
amouating to $£13.75. One John Doe, &
stranger. came into court under the
state laws and confessed. judgwent foq
the defendant and paid the fine and
costs., Thercupon the defendant en-
tered into what is called a crinlinal
contract to work out this amount at NS¢
a month. The defendant ran away
after working over a month. Ile wvas
rearre<ted on an affidavit by John Do,
fined one cent and $97.00 costs.

Then another stranger, Itichard Lee
confessed judgment; another contract
is entered into by which the defendant
in the stiate court agrees to work four
teen months and tifteen days at the
rate of £ a mouoth. A little later th
defendant ran oway agaln, was reasy
rested and this time fined S50
S112.80 costs, minking 412,80, and sen
tenced to Liard Inbor for-wore than o
yeur.

Steamboat Care cn Alabama River.

There was another case of old fash
ioned slavery where 2 man was wora
ing on a steamboat plying up and
down the Alanbawma river. Three per
soDs ook him off the boat, carried him
to therr plantation and forved him to
go to woerk  This man refused to wors
was crueily beaten and whipped and
when he was unable to work was totd
to go. IIe was afterward arrested o:
a charge made by the kidnapers of car
rying concealed weapons and fined
$53.80 costs, judgment confessed upon
him, and he wuas taken away into slav
ery again to work it out at S10 =n
month.

White 1men. as well as colored mei.
have been held in peonage. Indecd.
