Peck was arrested elevn vears ago
on the chargeof making an assanlt
upon a little white girl in Akron.
Feeling ran high and there were
thre:iits of lynching. He was ad-
vised to plead guilty, and did so.
The physician who examined the
little girl said there were no signs
of an assault having been committed.
