In making up the June graduating
class In the Mechanie Arts high
gchool in St. Paul it was found that
Miss Catherine Deaver Lealtad, daugh
ter of the Rev. Alfred M. Leal
tad, rector of St. Philip Episcopal
church, had made the best record o!f
any student in the class. She has
stood at the head of her class almost
constantly for three years, and, uc-
cording to the custom followed for
many vears, Miss Lealtad will be the
valedictorian of her c¢lass next June

In speaking of the rule of the scheol
in this respect, I'rofessor Weitbhrecht,
principal ot the Mechanic Arts hizh
school, is reported as saying the sti-
dent showing the best record shaii
have that honor, and the second best
shall be the salutatorian. It is simply
a question of brains, not color. There
is an averaze of about fifty white to
one colored studentin the school.

Miss Lealtad’'s mother was for many
years a successfiul teacher in the pub-
lic schools of Cleveland, O. The late
Miss Kate Stanley. a cousin of Mixss
Catherine [.ealtad., was one of the first
colored teachers in public scbools of
New York. Mrs. Harriet Merrill Brown
and Miss J. H. Burress of the same
family stock are among the public
school teachers of New York at the
present time.

The first part of this lesson is found
In Matt, xii. 1521, as well as in Mark,
and the record of the choosing of the
twelve is found in Matt. x and Luke vi
and in our lesson verses. Our medita-
tion is upon the record as found in the
several gospels. YWhen Jesus knew that
they had determined to kill Him He
withdrew with His disciples to the sea.

When people resist the gospel and will
not hear of our Lord Jesus our in-
structions are to let them alone and
withdraw from them (Matt. X, 14; Acts
xifi. 46: I1. John x, 11). As then multi-
tudes followed Jesus because they
needed what He had to give, so there
are multitudes now hungering for they
know not what, but it is Himself they
need. In those dars they heard what
great things [Ie did. and they came to
Him from all parts. even from Tyre
and Sidon, as well as from beyond
Jordan. and HHe healed them all and
cast out unclean spirits (Matt. xii.
