Tuus in the lynching at
Lake City., I’la., six Negroes were
strung up ns targets to be riddled
with bullets in revenge for the killing
of one white man. In Oklahomaua.
Georgin and Kentucky innocent men
have died deaths of torture at the
hands of the mobs. Women, too. have
been among the victims. As the ter-
rible happenings have occurred the
nssociation has written to the gover-
nors of the various states demanding
the punisibmment of the criminals. They
sent courteous replies, but the end of
the year 1811 saw no lvncher pun-
ished.”
