TION.

‘“Peanuts eaten raw,” says
the editor of Good Health, “are
not particularly objectionable
if relished. .Yhen peanuts are
roasted they are more or less
burned. The large amount of
fat which they contain Is itself
decomposed, and irritating acids
are produced. Roasted peanuts
are very difficult of digestion.”
S8everal years ago the writer
made extensive experiments
with peanuts, showing that the

- practice of roasting them is de-
cldedly’ injurious, -although oth-
er authorities then disagreed:
with the findings; and in view
of the fact that the peanut may
be substituted for meat add is
the richest of all foods, as
shown by the bulletin issued by
the department of agriculture,
it is important that this should
be understood by people who
are in the habit of looking upon
