The biography of Benjamin Banne-
ker-as given by John H. B. Latrobe
and published by the American Negro
Monographs company, in Washington,
is worthy of the most careful reading.
Professor J ohn W. Cromwell is the edi-
tor of series No. 3, which contains a
full account of '‘Bannpeker’s achieve-
ments.

Benjamin Banneker was born in Ba!l-
timogre county, Md., near the village of
Illicott’s Mills; in the year 1732. His
father was a native African and his
- mother the child of natives of Africa,
80 that to no admixture of the blood
of the white man was he indebted for
bis peculiar and extraordinary abili-

~ ties,

. HIs father was a slave when he mar
ried, but his wife, who was a free wo-
man and possessed of great energy and
industry, very soon afterward pufchas-
ed his freedom. Banneker's mother
was named Morton before her mar-
riage and belonged to a family remark-
able for its intelligence. When upward
of seventy she was still very active,
and it is remembered of her that at
this advanced age she made nothing
of running and skipping like a child.

Invents Clock at Thirty Years of ‘Age.

“Jesus went about all Gnlﬂee teaeh-
ing in their synagogues, and preach-
ing the gospel of the kingdom, and
healing all manner of sickness and all
manner of disease among the people.”
“Anointed with the Holy Ghost and

“with power, He went about doing good

and healing all that were oppressed of
the devil, for God was with Him"
(Matt. iv, 23; Acts x, 38).' The great
topic of Scripture Is the kingdom fore-
shadowed in the dominion over all
things granted to Adam and Eve and
consummated when the kingdoms of
this world shall have become the King-
dom of our Lord and of His Christ,

-and be shall reign for ever and ever

(Gen. 1, 26-28; Rev. xi, 13). After
Adam lost the doqllnion by listening
to the devil, handing the dominion

over to him and thus bringing sin

and the curse upon our race and the
earth, God began to reveal by type
and plain statement a Redeemer and a
redemption and a restoration of all
that was lost by sin. The Redeemer
is first mentioned as the seed of the
woman, the redemption is set forth In
the sacrifice which provided the coats
of skins, and the restoration Is seen

'taerubim (Gea iii, 15, 21 24).

Later it was revealed tbat the Re-

deemer would be the seed of Abraham, |

having a special people on earth called
Israel, the twelve tribes
twelve sous of Jacob, and that through
them all nations would be blessed.

Still later it was revealed to David |

During
His public ministry of three or four
years and also during the forty days
between His resurrection and ascen-
sion the kingdom was ‘His one great
topic, but those to whom He specially
came despised and rejected Him, ask-

ed for a murderer instead of Him, sald,

“We have no king but Caesar,” and
cried concerning Jesus Christ, ‘““Crucify
Him, crucify Him!™
determineq to kill Him that He began
to teach in parables as in the lesson of
today, which is recorded also in Matt.
xiii and Luke vili. The words in Matt.
xiif, 1, “The same day went Jesus out
of the house and sat by the seaside,”

are vely suggestive of the fact that
He was about to leave the house of
Israel and gather from the sea of na-
tions a special people for a. special
purpose. In Heb. iii, 5, 6, we read of
Moses faithful in all his house as a
gervant and of Christ as a Son over
His own heuse. In Matt. xxiii, 38, 39.
Jesus said, 'Behold your house is left
unto you desolate, for I say unto you
ye shall not see Me henceforth till ye
shall say. Blessed is He that cometh
in the name of the Lord.” We are
waiting for that “till,” or as it is In
Luke xix, 13, *‘occupy till I come,” and
in I Cor. xi. 26. “Shew the Lord's
death till He come,” or in Ezek. xxi.
27; Acts iii, 21, *‘1 will overturn till He
come whom the heavens must receive
until the times of restoration of all
things which God hath spoken by the
mouth of all His holy prephets.” The
