Architect's drawings and speci-
fications for a $100,000 students’
center building to be erected on
the Naylor property adjoining
Morgan campus were discussed

by the trustees of the old Morgan |

a lack of quorum. According to
Judge Morris Soper, chairman,
the project will be taken yp at a
subsequent meeting.

A center for students is listed
as one of the college's pressing
needs.

Since the sale of the college
to the State for $225,000, trustees
of the old board have this sum
and an endowment of $80,000 to

administer, and must decide whatt

use is to be made of it

Legally, a trustee committee
declared, the funds must be uscd
for the purpoces for which they
were coniributed and may not be

returned to the donors or diverted |

o any other purpose except edu-
cation and the welfare of Mor-
gan College.

For this reason, the Naylar
property .djolninﬂ the campus
was purchased so that a student
service Institution might
erected out of a portion eof the
funds and that the balance might
be kept as an endowment fund
to maintain it and hire a direc-
lor ‘to manage |t.
