ery sensible man, and cuntrary tu evéry just
nolion of propriety, they also propused and
insisted upon the otal amalgamation sond per-
fect equality of the whites and blacks. Nur
did they stop at this monsiresity —but they
carried their votrages farther—They 1ntry
ded into, disturbed, and broke ap polemn-
ic and other wmeetings of the whiles, even
assaulting some of their members with canes.
There is a time when forbearance ceases to
be a virtue; and this was oo much w be tol-
erated by the highly excited whites, who,
seeing themselves thus insulted, their rights
invaded, their personal safety in jeopardy,
and the social well being and the peace of
their country threatened, by a reckless spir-
it of innovation, became impatient of the
law's delay, and could no lunger restrain
themselves. Accordingly, exasperated and
indignaant, they began tv ecungregate, armed
with clubs, brick-bats and other missiles;
and for several days, New York presented
a scene of tumult and rivt perhaps unexam-
pled in America,

For awhile, the strong arm of the police,
thoogh aided by the military, was exerted
in vain, o quell the distarbances—the riot-
ers were masters of the city, and bore all
befure them, their number increasing until 1t
swelled to ten thousand. KEither their force
was so imposing, or their discipline so good
that they overawed or eluoded the authori-
ties. ‘I'hey atiacked many houses, being
negro churches, negro residences, or the
dwellings of the leaders of the negroes,
knocking in the windows and doors of some,
throwing the contents of others into the
sireets and almost entirely demolishing the
rest, taking care, in the meantine, whenevy-
er a black person appeared, ot to let him es
cape withouta sound drubbing. 'I'he blacks
were compelled to keep within doors, and
their fanatical leaders, to fly their dwellings
tf not the eity,

T'he riot assumed a serious aspect on the
night of the 9th, and still more soon that of
the 10th.  On the afteravon of the 11th, the
Mayor issued a proclamation,enjiining the
citizens to refrain from wingliog with the
crowd, &ec.; and, maters growing worse, at
half past 12 un the night of the sames day, he
1ssued another, calling out all the miltiary
force of the ciry, requestng the assistance of
the ENiZPI"]E, and L‘ﬂnlluning all not l'EIlul'lEd
for duty, to remain at home. Qg the 12th,
a large military furee assembled, and detach
ments were stationed in various parts of the
city. Other formidable arrangements were
also made o repress disorder, and it was

geonerally understood that blood would be

spilt, if the vatrages were repeated.

Happily, however, no turther untsoal |
disturbances had subsequently taken place up |

to Monday afternoon last; and, though the
cily continuved decidedly teverish, though the
composure of pablie feeling was nat yet re-

ilurf'd,il was believed the ganeral peace

would not again be broken,

military foree was kept on doty.
