the kind is the ene on Deer Creek, owned
and conducted by John W. Coleman. At

this place, last year, 100,864 hoge were
slaughtered. There are four houses situa-
ted at different points vn the ground oececu-
pied, which is 8 lot uf eight scres—the
ground is divided into pens, some forty or
fifty in number, where the hogs of each
owner are pul by themselves preparatory to
the massacre. About 40 men are employed
in each house, and each has his separate
and allotted duty ta perfyrm; and receives on

an average about §1 25 per day. KEach
house has two scalding tabs, one at each

end, su that the work of ‘“death and destruc-
tion™ gues on double in each boilding. At
each end of the house is a small pen, into
