Letter from an officer in the /.8, Navy. to

Lis friend in the eity of Waghington,

United States Schooner Shark
Mahon. 22d October. 1834.

On the 101h, we sailed from Alexandria
for the cast of Nyria, and landed at Juffa, or
Joppa, v the 18th ot Auguost, Thizanciest
eity,once the priveipal seaport of Judfl,{'l'!ﬂl
j1e origin almost as far back as the ereetion
of the Tower «f Babel.
