THE CULTIVATOR.

A correspondent of the National Intelli-
gencer, writing from the Wabash Country,
in llinois, thus descrives a Corn-planier
and cullwaling machine, lately invented
and introdoced 1nto use in that country:—

By way of conclusion, permit me to tell
you that the Yankees are outdone! A Ken-
tuckian has invented and brought to this
place, a machine called ““a Cullivalor™ to be
employed in our prairies, which is now ander-
going a thorough trial, and answers admira-
bly: 1t ploughs, drops, (plants) covers, and

and harrows the ground at the same time,—
After the planting is over, the plough is ta
ken off, and the harrow is employed to cul-
tivate the corn, and hill it, the same depart-
ment of the machine which is altached to
the harrow, and covers the corn,is then
employed in hilling it, When this process
is over, then the plough is attached 10 a
stock, and ploughs the centre of the rows,
having mould boards, throwing the earth
both sides. When this is over, the harrow
is employed again, by “dispensing with the
hilling department. Several machines have
been manufactured here, and distributed
through the prairies of the upper Wabash,
and give general satisfaction. [ saw myself
the machine in operation, in planting, cov-
ering, &e. Two horses and a boy can do
the work of six or eight hands! The origi-
nal machine is now preépared for planting
and tending ecolton in the same way, and
will be sent to Georgia, and | hope will sa-
persede the hard labor of the slaves in that
region of our country.

NEW MUSICAL INSTRUMENT.

An ingenious mechanician of Vienna has
recently invented a new instrument, to

“which he has given the name Phonomime,

(from the Greek phonomimos, sigoifying to
imitate the human voice.) In oatward ap.
pearance, the instrument resembles a cabinet-
piano-forte; but the key-beard is not more
extensive than that of the old clavicorde,
The tone, which is produced by means of
pipes, presents aa exact similarity to the
heman voiee, an effect which has never yet
been produced so perfectly by any musical
instrament,

‘The Phonomime has four registers; bass,
baritone, tenor and soprano, or, as it may
propor:y be denominated, falsetto; f.r the
inventor has, by some ingenious eontrivanes,
avoided any approximation to the tune ol' the
flute or the female voice. :

" Every chord performed on the Phonomime
produgos an effect similar to the harmony of
gsonorous male voices, and the hearer can
scarcely persuade himself that he is not
listening to a fine chorus executed by men.
