An addilional supplement to the act eoncern-
ing Crimes and Punishment.

HEREAS, it has been represented to

this General Assemdly, that the irreg-
ular construction of the work shops of the
Maryland Penitentiary, which were original-
ly planned only in reference to ordinary man-
ufactaring purposes; their scattered location
and division into numerous apartments, ren-
der the necessary constantsupervision of the
convict,during the hours of labor, impracti-
cable; And whereas, it is the disposiiim of
the State to furnish the Penitentiary with the
further and final means necessary to complete
the improvements and carry out the diacigli-
nary objects contemplated in the act to which
this is a supplement;— T'herefore.

Sec. 1. Be it enacted by the General Js-
sembly of Maryland, 'I'hat there be erected,
within the walls of the Maryland Penitentia-
ry, under the direction and management of
the Directors, a sufficient extent of work
shops, adapted for manufactaring purposes, In
comimon with the object designed by the im-
proved. prison discipline, known uvader the
depomnination of the Auburn System; and the
directors are hereby authorized to contract
for all materials necessary for the said work
shops, and to proceed to the erection of the
same without delay; Provided, that the said
directors shall, before they contract for any
of the said materials, issue proposals for the
supply of the same,and insert the same Lwice
a week for four successive weeks 1n two of
the newspapers published io the city of Bal-
timore, and the different proposals made to
them shall be preserved by the clerk of the
directors, and laid before the next General
Assembly, if required.

Sec. 2. JAnd be i«f enacted, That the di-
rectors shall cause the said work shops and
their appurtenances to be constructed on the
same principles as those of the best prisons
governed by the regulations of the s:id Au-
burn Syslem,

Sec. 3. Jnd be it enacted, That for the
purpose of defraying the expense of the
said work shiops, the Treasarer of the West-
ern Shore is hereby authorised, on or before
the first day of June next, to borrow, on the
eredit of the State, at a rate not exceeding
five per cent, a suin of money not exceeding
twenty thousand dollars, on the best terms
on which the sawne can be vbtained, either
from any of the chartered Banks of this
State, or from individuals, which loan shall
be redeemable after the expiration of twen-
ty years; Provided, that the T'reasurer shall

Ox BoarD THE ToroxTo, (at Sea,)
Belle Isle, coast of France, May 30.

e have had a gale, calms, and squalls—

and here we are, on the ocean, 3000 miles
off; and it is jost 19 days since we lost sight
of the Jersey shore. During the gale of 24
hours, with the wind directly aft, our eap-
tain tells us that we went over 270 miles;
the gale, it was well enough to have just for
variety’s sake—but my curiosity is quite con-
tent; I don’t like the sample. What dread-
ful dreams a poor passenger has as he is
tossed about in his berth at night from side
to side—of falls, and leaps from precipices,

of terrible cliffs, and of deadly contests with
man and beast! Theswimming head rouses
up one’s worst imaginations—and if I could
believe my dreams, | have leaped frum
shelving mountains, down ecataracts, and
waged mighty war with most ferocions
monsters. 1 pray louder than ever for the
calms—and we are enjoying them now off
the sunny eoast of France, amid the groans
of our captain and mate, who are whistling
with all their might foraise a breeze. But
look out for these calms. They are some-
times but treacherous deesivers. Our whole
party was gathered in the cabin the other
night, listening intently to the softest and
sweelest strains of music—and anon old Bo-
reas sel up the angry opposition of the squall,
and the winds furionsly whistled through
every shroud, threatening to tear our sails,
which were all set, to rags, and the white
waves curled in anger, and foained, and
groaned ,a8 if to devour us—bat our little
ship, suddenly stript of her canvass, leapt
over the waters with only a sprightlier
grace, amid the loud and quick heave-yo ho!
of thesailor, and the trumpet ery of “luff,
loff!” from the captain. This was a scene,
and | revelled in it as soon as I felt that
there was no serious danger. The excile-

ment stirs up the sluggish blood, more slug-

gish than ever upon the water. ‘Thick

darkness of a sudden approached. A storm

stole upon ns—and we rushed from the soft

vocal concert of the brilliant cabin to hear
only the discord of the howling winds, rev-

elling in midnight darkness there, making

DMock marriages are got up,
police reports are inade. 'gl‘he ladies give
fetes. The gentlemen smoke, (such as take
a fancy to making their mouths a steam
engine,) or doze over a bottle of wine, or
discuss the merits of a mint julep. Then
there are promenades, plays, and parts to be
aclted. All 1s done that can be done in so
limited a theatre, and yet time hangs heavily
on our hands. 'The truth is, we begin to be
weary of each other— not that we dislike one
another, but that we have talked each other,
and each other’s topies, all out, and.hence
we sigh for new scenes, new objects, and
new faces. Faney is picturing out the
happiness we shall have on shore-~the fine
treats, the fine prospects, and the fine dishes
that Old England will give us in this her
golden season of the year. 1 think I shouuld
leap in an ecstaey of joy, if [ could see but a
single human being from the shore, or look
at one green field. Here, on the Bay of
Biscay, at times we amuse ourselves with
walching the water craft of the Frenchmen
as they sail not far from the shore, or the
galliots of the Dutchman who is making to
or from the Mediterranean, or the black sided
hulks that gather wealth for England from
every isle of the ocean. [ see no ships like
our American ships here on this thorough-
fare of Europe. Wae test our superiority, at
least in one case, as we rapidly pass by every
thing. Our captain insists that naval ar-
chitecture is better understood by wur coun-
trymen than by any other nation—and jodg-

ing frum the specimen that conveys us, there
can be no doubt of the fact.

An English
vessel hailed us—and we eried out for news,
Lord Melbourne, we were told, is Prime
Minister—and the French stocks (with a
sarcasm) were the same. By the way, we
did not know but that the Frenchmen might
take us prisoners of war, and carry us to
some port of France, for how matters had

June 3.—It is remarkable that the first
land I should see in Eongland was that of
Portland, so famous for the Portland stone.
