To a trav-
eller who passes a fortnight in New York,
a couple of dollars weekly extra charge is
no objeet, but in the aggregate it is of great
consequence to the keepers of Hotels and
Boarding houses. It is frightful to contemplate
price of all kinds of provisions.—
Where formetly a small family could have
a comfortable dinner for one dollar, it nearly
requires two dollars to provide the same
quality and quantity. A dollar fora pair of
small ducks —five and sixshillings for a pair
of ehickens—a shilling a pound and on Sun-
day fifteen pence a pound for fish, besides
fruit and vegetables proportionably high re-
quires us all to look out for the ‘““ways and

means” to stand this increase of price for every

article of domestic use. We want more good
farmers—more vegetable gardens—we want
produce brooght down in larger qnantities —
we want less forestalling. Bosiness, it is
true, is brisk and money plenty, but the in-
creased value of liviug falls also on those

who are not business men and in the way of |

making money, and it will tend to break up
many housekeepers and drive families to
