So
far from investing them with it, the consti
tution expressly acknowledged the inviola-
biﬁly of this deseription of property, and the
Legisiatare eould not interfere without the
authority of some constitational provision.
So it was with the Legislature of Mary-
land.

If the Congrees possessed the exclusive
and absolute power to meddle with this pre-
perly within the Distriet of Columbia, it had
also sathority to embody the male slaves
into an army,and dispose of them in the
forts and arsenals, and might even arm them
against the citizens of the States; and might
thos go un to esablish an aristecracy, not of
titles of military, because that was expressly
prohibited in the constitution, but such an
atistocracy as existed in, and overthrew, the
Roman empire. By what means was Con-
gress to emancipate? [t must be either by
force or by purchase, and with what funds
could it purchase up elaves? He siated
that he had, since the subject was last befure
the Senate, read Dr. Channing’s volume on

Slavery, and he had felt more profound sor-
row in reading it, than he had ever expe
rienced before on reading any publication.

Before he perused it, he had continued to
cherish the hope that some eff:rts would yet
be made by the nourthern States, to sustain
the soath, but now that hope had waned, and
was almost gone.

INDIAN HOSTILITIES.
Extract from 8 letter received by yesterday's
mail, fiom St. Augustine, deseribing the

alarming siate of the Indian war:

“We have another serious danger te
apprehend, which is the scareity of provi-
sions. The whole of the neighboring coun-
tiry people have flicked to town, snd left
their carn and provisions, which: is all de-
stroyed. At least 220 te 250 couniry ne
groes to be fed: the few horses and evmpa-
nies vut have te get sll their supplies from
here, and we have unly the schooner S. S.
Milan in the trade now.te Charlestun, and
her trips are so long that our supplies brought
last tripare nearly gone. Any articles such
as hard bread and pork are not to be got;
even now our butchers canmet ge in the
country for beef, and the most of —ur fisher-
| men are now on ni ght geard; we have nuts
| ves<el of any kind now in port by which we
could escape if it should become necessary.
The road between this and Picolata is vecu-
pied by the Indians, and no doubt all inter-

course between this and Jackson ville or Pa-
blo will be cut I.'Ilﬂ'.“
