Important developments are made in the National In-
telligencer of Saturday;* whieh go to show' thatthe re-
ports which have heretofore been current, but were not
believed. of the negotiation of a "L'reaty for _the annexa-
tion of Texas to the United Stajes, wWere ﬁuhﬂ:muﬁfﬂy
correct.

Itis proper that we c<hould state to our readers what
knawledge we heve recently acquiréd on this subject,
from sourees 1o he relied upon, and endeavor to open
their eves to the dark eloud which overhangs the pub-
lic peace and the national welfare, if pet the eXySience
of this Union.

It is now some months ago—probably not long af-
er the reticement of Mr. WEBSTER from the De-
partment of State—that an oveiture Was made. by
this Government, through lae Secretary ot State,
inviling from the Executive of Texes (Gen. Hous-
ron) a proposition for the annexation of Texes to
the Unitad States.==This overture Wwas, at first, f
we understood rightly, rather cooly recieved by
the Cheif of the young Republic. But, since the
meeting of Congress, the Government of Texes
having been again approached—we will not say

importuned, though circumstances almost justily
the uge of that phrase—Dby the Executive of the
Uuitéd States, Gen. HcosTon did at length consent
to negotiate on the subject. The terms of an ar-
rangement between the high gontractinggparties
are aiicady arranged; and, ifTnot already done,
they are to be reduced forthwith {othe form ol a
Treaty, through the agency of a*Special Minister
from Texes, (Mr. HExpERsON,) who is alieady

on his wav to this city for the purpose, if be-
foré 'his paper goes lo ptéss, he have not 'alrea-
dy arrived.

So far as the President “of the United Stgleg
and the Prasident’ of Texes are concerned, the

Treaty js al' byi made. ¢

This information has, we confess, filled our
minds with hum:liation and apprehension. Hu-
miliation at the unauthorised and almost clandes-
tine mauner in which, after having heretofore sol-
emnly rejected, for upanswerable reasons, a prop-
osition for annexation, whén sought by the Govern
ment of Texes, our own Government has gone 2
wosing to that of Texes and solicited” ifs fuvours,
and appreheasion of the consequence of the con-
sumation of the Treaty, which the President al
least has been made to believe will be promptly
ratified by a constitutional majority of the Seuate
of the United States, '*  + - |

The sndden occurrence of this question, we
have already intimated, is one of those occasions
of engrossing iaterest, which, like that o} a foreign
invasion, or a jepellion at home~—=a pesiilence, or
an earthquake—ought to suspend for a time all
mere party diffevences 33d contepiions. It 15 a
question ol peace or wall of sell 'f-:'resvn'ntiun, of
naticnal existence, in comparison with wluch the
ordigiary topies of parly conlroversy dwindle 1ato
avsolute nsignificance.

Wiile speaking thus, we know and feel that we
are expreg.ing sentiments not in accord with those
bf some of our political (riends. We sincerely re
gret it, on our account and on theirs, But when,
in our ypinion, 2 great dapger impends, we must
not be beterred by such comsiderations from sound-
ing the alarm, and calling upon puhhr:"nhininn to
make itself beard at the Capital in tones which
can neither be misunderstood nor disregarded.
