Sect. 1. Be it enacted by the General JAssembly of

Sgcrt, 3. vInd be it enacted, that the said commissions
shall not be delivered by the said Clerks to any per-
son or persons unless the sums respectfully provided,
in the second section, be paid at the time of delivery
thereof; and all sums, so received by the said Clerks,
shall be paid into the Treasury of the Western Shore
within twenty days after the same shall be received by
them: and for the purpose of providing a check on the
said Clerks, it is hereby provided that the Secretary of
State shall annually furnish to the P'reasurer of the
Western Shore a list of all commissions issued and sent
to the respective Counties; and the Clerk’s honds may
be put in suit for any monies received under this Act;
and the account of the Treasurer shall be evidence of
the receipt of caid monies unless said Clerks show by
the production of the Commissions remaining in thetr
hands, the amounts with which they may be actually
chargeable.

Sect. 4. sInd be it enacted, that the appointments of
Justices of the Peace, and Justices of the Distrnict
Courts may be included in one or more commissions,
as heretofore; and it shall be the duty of the Clerks of
the County Courts to issue to each of said Justiees, on
application, and the payment of one dollar, a cerufi-
cate of his appointment as such; and he shall, there-
upon, be authorised to qualify, and proceed in his du-
ties. as Justice of the Peace, or Justices of the District
Courts, as the case may be.

LAW OF MARRLAND.
CAAPTTR 329.
AN ACT relating to the collection of State Taxes.

Whnereas doubts are entertained of the power of
Collectors of State Taxes to follow, for the purpose of
collection, personal property that has been removed
from one calleetion digtriet of a Clounty to another dis-
trict of the said County. Therefore,

Be at enacted by the General Assembly of Maryland
That whenever personal property that has been asses-
sed as the property of any individual in any collection
district of any County of this State, and removed before
the tax levied upon it shall have been collected, the
Collector, in whose hands the levy has been placed for
collection, shall have power to pursue said prope ry
and colleet the tax due upon the same, in the same
manner as if said property still 1emainel in his eollec-
ton distriet,
