The Conven'ion met pursuant to adjournment, Bish-
op Soule in the chair,

Devotional exercises were conducted by Dr. Win-
ans.

Dr. Wimans submitted the following  resolution,
wiich he moved to reler to the commitee on organi-
zation:

Rerolved, That "he committer on organization be 1o
structed 1o enquire whether or not anything has trause
pired during the past year to render it possible 10
maintam the unity of the Methodist Episcopal Chivreh
under the same gencral conference jurisdiction, with-
oul the ruin of Southern Methodism.

As tlus resolution involves some very umporiant
considerations, Dr. W, said he wished to accompany
the monon for its reference with some remarks. Ve
cessily, he saud, can only jusuly the weeling ot s
convenuon; expediency could not. He assumed that
al the cloge of the late general conterence this necessiiy
did ex st, nor did he deemn it necessary foc him 1w au-
Llce mny i{*r:iliunn:.' to estahlish  he I‘;u.'I.
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personal feeling—not the wonnded espirt dit corps on
the part ol the Southern delegates, wh'ch dewanded
!a[lﬁlitclpnn. It was a COnVICTIon that those Qiliages
woutd disquahlily thein for their great and sole Woi k=
the preaciing of God’s word thronghout the Southern
couuntry. ‘I'his convietion ' ad led 10 their solemn de
