In the very comprehicnsive and able speech

made in defence of his public course, by the Ex-
Secretary of Foreign Affairs, in the House ol

Commons, on the 2d of February, we find the

foliowing just and encouraging passage:

“I now come to Brazil. With Brazil we are
now co-operating <ith the great object of the
suppression of the slave trade.  'That nbiect has
Leen atteined with such success,~hat whercas
in former years the number of'slaves mmported
mto Brazil had been 10,000, 16,000, and 17,-
000; the number of slaves brought during the
last year was less than 3,000, ot which a certain
number were seized by the Government for tise
purpose of emancipation, And, sir, if the
measures now in co-operation between England
and Brazil, and the measures now being takcen
upon the coast of Africa, are well and systemn-
atically followed out, the people ol this country

will, in a short time, have the satisfaction ot

accomplithing the great and noble object which
for so areat a length of time has been the aim
at which they have directed their efiorts. 1 do
not think the people of England desire the sup-
pression of the slave trade becanse they belicve
they will gain thereby in reputation or renown;
because it is not to gain reputation and reLown
that these sacrifices have been made, and these
excertions been continued. They have desired
the extinction of the slave traflic, not for jame,
but for virtne’s better end; and the people of this

country will look for their reward, not to the
tongues of men, but to the dispensing award of
a jest and retributive Providence.”

TO KILL VERMIN ON CATTLE.

A correspondent®from Ohio suggests, for O~
thello’s information, to frv one quarterof a pound
of white arsenic with two pounds of solt soap,
boiled together, in four gallons of water, until
the arsemie is properly dissolved, when 1t must
be well rubbed over the animal. This would,
probably, answer the purpuse; but I have a re-
ceipt which s so much more convenient, be-
ine attended with no danger from carcless usage,
as the above poison undoubtedly is, that [ never
resort to any othes method. It is simply com-
mon lamp-oil—one quart of which is suflicient
to drive all vermin trom the largest ox that I
have seen., Let a stream be poured along the
back from head to tail; let another one encircle
the body just back of the shoulders, and again
fronting the hips, arcund the flanks; all of which
should be well rubbed, so as to spread it over
the animal as much as possible. Particular at-
tention should be given to such parts as the crea-
ture cannot reach. I haveseen both cattle and
hogs cleansed in this manner, by two or three
applications, when they have becn so thickly
covercd as to be fauly alive with the vermin.—
Such treatment is of especial advantage to many
pizs in the spring of the year. whether infested
with vermin or not, as the otl has a great tenden-
cy to remove the dry scurl with which the body
is always-covered such cases, by closing the
pores of the skin and obstructing that healthy
though inscusible perspiration so unatural.to all

« Preparalion for cleaning Tin covers.—Boil rov’
ten-stone and a small quantity of prepared whi-
tening in sweet oil for two hours, until it ac-
quires the consistency of cream.

Glue paste—Instead of pure water for mixing
the flour, use glue water, to which add some al-
amn and resin to keep it [rom turping, It must
be made very thicl.

Fo lake Iron Slains oul of Marble.—31ix equal
quantities of fresh o1l of vitriol and lemon-juice
in a bottle; shake it well; wet the spots, and tn
a fcw minutes rub them with a goft linen until
they disappear.

To Purify Stagnanl Waler.—Oue part of chalk
and two ol alumn will speedily punfy stagnant
water; and four parts of anumal carbon, and one
of alum. are suflicient to punify a thousand parts
of muddy river water.,

Essence of Nulmeg.—This ismade by dissolv-
ine one ouncc of the oil in a pint of rectified
epirits. It is an expensive, but au invalnable
mode of flavorine in the arts of the cook or con-
fecltioner.

Issence of Ginger—Lel four ounces of Ja-
maica Ginger be well bruised, and put it into a
dint of rectified spints of wine, Let it remain
a fortnight, then press and filter it. A httle es-
sence cayénne may be addeds;af wished,

Philadelphia Buns.—Take a pound of flour,
the rinds of three lemons grated fine, hall a
pound of Lutter melted in a coffeecup of cream,
a teaspoonful of yeast, and three eggs. Mix; add
half a pound of finely-powdered white suga;
work well, let it stand to nse well, and it will,
make 39 buns.

Imperfect or badly matured
seed, unquestionably tends to disease.” lle
thinks that were the rule always observed, of
sowing and planting the best, “there would be
less necessity tor the frequent change of seed,
which is now counsidered alinost essential.”
