Drought-Stricken Farmers Send Spe-
cial Delegate To Washington

The drought-stricken farmers of
\Iontana represented at a meeting of
' Farm Bureau presidents, at Helena,
elected J. M. Davis, president of the
Teton County, Mont.,, Farm Bureau. as
a special delegate to go to Washing-
ton and present the facts of their sit-
uation to the Secretary of Agritulture.
The expense of sending the delegate
was shared by 13 farm bureaus . Mr.
Davis, accompanied by Gov. Stewart,
of Montana, met in conference with
Secretary Houston, the Committee of
War Finance Corporation, and other
committees. An arrangement was
made by which a part of $5,000,000 set
aside by the President will be made
available for extending credit to
Montana farmers in drought-stricken
areas for the purchase of winter seed
wheat and rye. A special freight rate
of one-half the regular rate on hay
will be granted to relieve the feed sit-
uation, and plans for further relief
are being considered by the Secretary
of Agriculture and the War Finance
Corporation Committee.

The aim of the Government is pri-
marily to aid farmers who have ex-
hausted their resources, in order that
they may continue to remain on their
farms at a time when the country
needs all its farmers. The Depart-
ment of Agriculture through its spe-
cial officers, including the county
agents, will consider the needs for in-
dividual farmers.

Need Of Iron And Steel In Farming

Following the receipt of letters from
hardwhre dealersindicating a serious
shortage in the kinds of iron and steel
used by country olacksmiths and in
farming operations, the DBureau «f
Markets made a survey of stocks held
by wholesale haraware dealers and of
their estimated needs for six months.
A questionnaire was sent to dealers
who furnish suppiies directly or
through retail deajers (o country
Dlacksmiths and farming communities.
Replies from some 250 aealers indica.e
that in most instances supplies on
hand on June 1, 1918, were much less
than those of a year ago. Many dealers
reported a shortage below actual re-
quirements ifor the next six months,
particularly in the case of barbed wire
nails, and cther fencing materials,
sheets for roofing and for silos, and
steel bars of a size suitable for wagon
tlires and farm repair work.

Because of the need for iron and
steel in war industries the priorities
committee ot the War Industiries
Board requires dealers in need of sup-
plies to file statement, on blanks
provided for that purpose, sShowiag
the uses for which the materials are
desired. The committee then gives
the dealer a rating, determined by
the essential character of the sup-
plies required, and the higher ratings
received the first attention in distribu-
ting the available iron and steel.

Food Conservation On Street Corners

A new Kkitchen on wheels is carrying
the message of food conservation in
street meetings to many Boston wo-
men who have not been reached di-
rectly in any other way. A motor
truck, which has been contributed by
a public-spirited woman of the city,
has been fully equipped for food de-
monstration that are given by home
demonstration agents of the United
States Department of Agriculture and
the State agricultural college cooperat-
ing with the State Food Administra-
tion. The truck carries a large sized
electric stove, a white-enameled kitch-
en cabinet, a zinc table for hot dishes,
and an enameled table for the actual
work of cooking and canning. Two

Better Yieldings Wheat And Oats De«
veloped

Strains of wheat and oats that are
superior to ordinary varieties have
been developed in cooperative Federal
experiments conducted by the United
States Department of Agriculture and
the New York State College of Agri-
These experiments have been
in operation for about 10 years. Many
comparative tests conducted in var-
ious parts of the State show that the
new strains make better yields than
ordinary varieties grown under the
same conditions. With some of these
strains sufficient seed has been grown
to make possible a rather wide dis-
tribution in the State, and they are
being grown this year on large

acreages.
