1t re-
moves one of the most dreaded grievances
of the South, and forbids Congress from
ever abolishing or interfering with slavery
i any of the States where it now exists.
It was feared that the North would, when
the free States shall number three-fourths
of the States of the Union, so alter and
smend the Constitution as to give to Con-
gress the power to abolish slavery in the
