Assembly of Maryland, That the 17th
chapter of the Public (General Laws, pass-
ed at a special session of the General As-
sembly of Maryland, held on the 26th day
of April, 1861, be amended and extended
beyond its present duration, so as to epe-
tate a further stay of execution on the con-
ditions in the following sections preseribed.
