vehicle, the sum of seventy dollars, For every
such license 10 extend ovir the whole Eastern
Shore or the whole Wstern Shore, to travel on
foot, the sum of sixty dollars; to travel with
one horse. the sum of one hundred dollars; with
two horses or other beasts of burden and wagon

or other vehicle, the sum of one hundred and
 fifty dollars, No such licenre shall be granted
to any other than a white person ; and but ope
